“On March 14 Ernst Birzink, Jan Rep-
vizum and Ans Strup for eight days were
subjected to the most exquisite tortures
under the immediate direction of Gregus.
Mikheyey and Thatchoy. Their nails
were torn out, their hair was pulled out,
they were beaten and their bones were
broken.”

There are portions of this report that
cannot be printed, so horrible are the
cruelties that are circumstantially deserib-
ed. The rubber eclub and the “wire
switch” were used in most of these tor-
tures.

“August Druska,” eays the report, “ar-
rested March 10, 1908, was tortured two
nights in succession, Kukas (an omcial)
and his assistants taking part, until they
sueceeded in obtaining a ‘confession.” On
the ground of the confession obtained in
that way and another confession from
another person obtained in the same way,
Druska was indicted before a court-mar-
tial and sentenced to death of March
96, 1906, notwithstanding the testimony of

Francesco Dianatti’s Fondness

Chipman, Nov. 13.—Francesco Dianatti,
the Italian charged with stabbing Benee
Cardamoni with a knife at onme of the
G. T. P. construction camps last Sunday
was brought from Gagetown for examina~
tion before Commissioner Farris here to-
day and was committed for trial at the
Queens county circuit court. v
Some excitement was caused during the
proceedings by an' attempt by the prison-
er, just before the afternoon. adjoi_;p_nmept
to seize an. open ,clasp knife whiclks ‘wwas
lying mear him on a table. What his
irtention was is not known but he appear}
ed angry at some of the evidence. He
was quickly handcuffed and made no $ffur-
ther.attempt at violence.

He re-
lated the incidents which led up to the
attack Dianatti, he said, was cooking his
breakfast on the stove while he was mak-
ing his bed and as he kept passing ' be-
tween him and a lamp he (witness) moved
the lamp nearer his bed. The lamp was
his own property.. The accused seized
the lamp and put it in its old position.

“Economical Production and
| Distribution ‘of Clean Milk

Joseph Roby, M.D., DeputyHealth
Officer, Rochester, N.Y. ~ |

(The Home Journal, Toronto.)
Milk producers and distributors have
been prejudiced against the pure milk
movement by the idea that it involves
the adoption of plant and appliances be-
yond the means of the ordinary farmer
or dairyman. Unfortunately thus the im-
pression has been created by those who
have organized elaborate systems of stah-
i ling, milking,” cooling and shipping milk,
that only wealthy concerns can hope to
make a succéss of the business, and from
the fact that some of these concerns have
lost from time to time large sums in the
enterprise it is argued that the produc-
tion of pure milk cannot be made to pay.

Should this be really the case the prob-
lem of sécuring a satisfactory eupply of
milk for our cities and towns might well
be considered hopeless. It is not the
case, however, as any farmer with ‘ordin-
ary attention to the rules of health and
cleanliness in the case of cows and milk
may successfully undertake to produce
milk well beyond the accepted standards
of purity even for infant use.

Dr. Joseph Roby, who in conjunction
with Dr. Goler of Rochester has for some
vears worked for the improvement in the
milk supply of that city, gives a few
poinfers as to how the principles of clean
milk production may be applied to the
most ordinary farm. He says

“Did 1 not believe that uninfected milk
