The following description of the present Em-
peror of Russia,and the Grand Duke, his son is
from the Gazette of Lausanne :—the Grand Duke
Nicholas Poulowitsch, the present, Emperor, is high

He has a martial air, and a countenance and ad-
dress which indicaté much penetration. He is
wuch devoted to study, and is particularly occu-
pied with the demonstrative and military scien-
ces ;+he has even attained in this respect to a con-
siderable degree of knowledge. Theart of forti-
fication is familiar to him ; and so far as regards
Russia, he is profoundly acquainted with every

He is very fond of music, and parti-
cularly of the wilitary kind ; he has himself some
talent in that science, assisted by a skilfol profes-
sor uamed Stein, he has composed, for the regi-
ments of the n.iners and pioneers under his com-
mand. the wost beautiful military music in Europe.
The French Theatre is greatly indebted to the Em-
weror Nicholas, and his spouse the Empress Alex-
waidrina, He has upheld it against the intrigues of
soiue Russians, who would ‘be exclusionists, and
has frequently had Frenchmen to perform at the
fetes given at the palace of Anitscoff, He is'in
the en’ryment of excellent health, which he cher-
ishes by an abundante: of exercise, which he takes
in marshalling aud reviewing the troops, Heis of-
ten found at night, amidst the most rigorous cold,
going round to the guards, to be assured by his own
knowledge that every thingis in order, The
Gravk doke Nicolewitsch, son to the present Emn-
peror, is a boy about seven years old, of a most-pre-
possessing appearance, and of great promise. He
has had for the last year a chevalier, who attends
him in his exercise and amusements; this gentle-
man is Major Morder, formerly captain inthe re-
giment of cadets. The youug prince frequently
walks out, dressed as a colonel of hussars, and sa.
lutes, with grace and politeuess, such persons as
meet him and pay that homage due to his high
birtk. He speaks Russisn, French, English and
German,
