Campbellton, N. B., Nov. 23 Seely 
Pratt, a young man engaged on the con­
struction of the International railway, was 
severely injured at White’s Brook while 
putting in a steel bridge at that place.

ROOSEVELT RECEIVES
Y.M.C.A. RELAY RUNNERS

Attired in Red Sweaters, Light 
Trousers and Tennis Shoes, U. 
S. President Reaffirms his be­
lief in Athletics. xvas

Washington, D. C., Nov. 23—President 
Roosevelt at 6.45 o’clock tonight received 
at the White House from the hands of 
Gordon Leach, the last boy runner in the 
relay race from New York to Washing­
ton, the silver tube, containing a message 
to the president from Richard C. Morse, 
of the International Y. M. C. A.

Attired in red sweater, light trousers, 
and tennis shoes, having finished an ex­
citing tennis game only half an hour be­
fore, the president was seated in his 
private office in the executive offices when 
young Leach, clad in running attire, was 
ushered in by Rudolph Foster, one of-the 
president’s secretaries, and John B. Sle- 
man, of the local Y". M. C. A.

“I believe in athletics as a means to an 
end, and I see no reason why men should 
have round! shoulders,” remarked the 
president, in accepting the message. When 
told that nearly one thousand speedy 
boys had handled the message since "it left 
New York Friday afternoon, he manifest­
ed great Interest. After a brief conversa­
tion with the young athlete, the presi­
dent gave him one of his photographs, 
bearing his autograph. The president ex­
pressed regret that he could not give one 
of his photographs to each of the boys 
who took part in the run. Secretary Fos­
ter said that the contents of the message 
will be made public tomorrow, when it is 
probable the president’s reply will also 
be made public.

The message left New York Friday af­
ternoon at 4 o’clock and reached Balti­
more late Saturday night. It remained 
at Baltimore until after three o’clock this 
afternoon, when the run was resumed.

Whet the Law Seye.
Here follow sections 14 and 20 of the 

election law of New Brunswick, chapter 
3 of the Consolidated Statutes, 1903:

SECTION 14.
“No person whosoever holding or en­

gaging in, undertaking or executing, di­
rectly or indirectly, alone or with any

___  other, by himself or by the interposition
While in New York, he said, he had 0f a trustee or third party, any contract

or agreement with hie majesty, or with 
any public officer or department with re­

ef New Bruns­
wick, or under which any public money 
is expended for any service, or work, 
matter, or thing, shall be eligible as a 
member of the legislative assembly, nor 
shall he sit or vote in the same.”

SECTION 20.

“No person disqualified by this chapter 
or by any other law, to be elected a 
member of the legislative assembly shall 
sit or vote in the same while he remains 
under such disqualification. If any person 
by this chapter made ineligible 
her of, or declared incapable of sitting or 
voting in the legislative assembly, sits or 
votes therein while he is so incapable or 
ineligible, he shall thereby forfeit the 
sum of two hundred dollars for every day 
on which he sits or votes, and such

be recovered from him by any per- 
who will sue for the same by action 

in any court of competent civil jurisdic­
tion in the province.”
