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a street open to the public, and this appears to have been the

case for a great number of years past.

If, as a matter of fact, the road was laid out as a

public road and actually used as such for a number of years

back, it would not be legal for the Indian* to erect gate* having

for their object theJxclusion of the public from the use of

the road. However, as before stated, it is desirable that the

most accurate information be obtained as to the facts of the

case, and particularly as to the number of years xxx for which

the road has been in use by the public, and under what, if any,

restrictions.
