Town Market, fined $1 and costs.

A carter, beating his horse with a stick, in Des Scours
street, fined $1 and costs.

Three persons, encouraging, aiding, aud assisting cock-
fighting, fined $10 and costs each.

Three persons, encouraging, aiding, and assisting cock-
fighting, fined $5 and costs each.

A carter, driving a horse with a sore shoulder, in Des
Sceurs street, fined $2 and costs.

A labourer, kicking his horse, in Joseph street, fined $5
and costs.

Four persons, each fined $2 and costs, being present at a
cock fight.

A farmer, heating his horse, on Beauport road, fined $1
and costs.

A labourer, beating an ox on the head, fined $1 and costs.

A carter, beating his horse, on Champlain Market, fined
$2 and costs.

A carter, driving his horse with a sore shounlder, fined $1
and costs.

A drover, beating cows with a whip, fined $2 and costs.
