conid not be cousidered inferior 10 grains of (he
Potatoes gene-
rally, especially those on newly burnt lands, turned
out & gaod crop, althongh eamewhat injored by the
blight, farmers will have wore than a sufficiency
for their own nse.  Oats and buckwheat were the
principul kinds of grain raieed, which were of a
superior quality, nnd it might be suid for this Par
eh, compared with other years, an attndant crop.
Wheat was good, although there was not a great
quantity of it iaised. 1 thick there were not #o
many turnips roised this year as last, as grain ap-
peared (0 be more the abject of the farmer. Hay
was not an abundant crop, but it was much better
than last year. On the whole, this Parish, I should
say, wonld have quite enough for its own consump
tion. It would be superfluous fur me to recapitu-
late those wiv received premiums at the last exhi-
bition, and who have been already published, But
it will be neceesary to acquaint the whole Parish,
at which time many of the ieading members sub-
scribed liberally, and & number of new ones enrolled
their names.

It is evident there has been, within the last (wo
or three years, an incressing des re manifested
amongst the inhabitants generally to improve o
Agriculiure. The premiums offered for the best,

METHOD OF FLAX CULTIVATION. !
From the Transaclions of the New-York Slale
Society, for 1849,

The importance of this crop to the furmer hus
just begun 1o be opprecizted, and as 1t has kome
peculiarities in its cuiture, I shail give the results
of my experience fur the last seventeen yeare,

The soil best adapted o ite culture 13 a rich
loam, but it will sieceed on ulinostany sail except
sand, provided it be bigch or Lilly and. It will not
grow well on low lands, on borders of streams or
rivers ; it is there subject to mildew, The seed
being amall, it must not be placed deep in the

round, 'T'he ground should be well plouglied.
harrowed befure sowing, wnd very lightly harrowed
or bushed after eowing. ‘The earlier suwn in spring
after the ground is fit 1o work, the better. One busl -
¢! of seed to the acre is the beat quantity to ensure u
good yield, of seed and lint.  Fiax succeeds best
ufter euch crops ae have been cultivated tiie previ-
ous year, s0 a9 to destroy weeds, ‘I'he ground
cannot be too rich, but the manure ehould be up-
plicd with the ¢rop of the previous year. A good
mixture to sow with the Flax ia one bushel cach of
pluster, salt, woud ashes and lime per sere.

T'he cxpense of 8 crop of Flax is about the game
o8 Oats.  Pulling costs &3 peracre: thraahing and
cleaning the seed, ¥1: dew rotting the lint, $1:
and dressing at the :mlls. 82, per 100 1bs. of Flux.
The average quaniity of Seed raised is eight bush-
els per acre, and the average quantity of Fiax
250 1bs per scre, although this has frcquently been
more than doubled both in seed and lint. The
average price of Sved is 81,25, and of Lint 94 cis.
per ib.

I have raised from ten acres up to fifty ncres
yearly. [ copy from my book the results of one
acre | surveyed in 1847, of about the average in
yield and in price:—Weight of Flax and Seed be-
fore thrashing, 3848 1bs.; weight of Flax, 2664 ;
quantity of clean sced, 13 bushele, Lut when dres-
sed, 348 lbs.

WATER ROTTING.

There are two methode of rotting Flax, one by
epreading it thinly and evenly on our meadows,
which is called dew rotting. It is considered suf-
ficiently rotted when, by rubbing the stem and
bresking it with the hand, the lint easily separates
from the woody portion. ‘T'his is the common pro- l
cess, and requires but little judgment to do it pro-
perly. The other method 1s by immersing it mi
water: and as ] have rotted, by this process, many
hundred thousand pounds, I may be excused for
being particular, as it is u process which cnhances
the value of the lint when properly done. Cloth
from water rotted lint will withstand the mildew or
rotting which dew-rotted cloth is subject to.

In water-rotting Flax, it inust be encirely cover-
ed by the water, and ‘kept under by weights, llld‘
wmust not remain after it is sufficiently rotted.

It is rotted much better in still water or vats than
in the running stresm. I cannot do better lhnnl
describe my own vat or pit, which is about sixty
feet long by twenty wide and five feet deep, which
will contain twenty tons of Flax in the stem, with
@ gate at the lower part of the pit to draw off the
water from the Flax, and a gate from the pond
above to fill the pit with water.

The Flax is placed on poles laid on the ground
regularly, ae it would be inthe barn, snd when the
pit is flled and the weights placed, I let on suffi-
cient water to cover the Flax. In warm weather.
from the 6th to the 10th day, fermientation will take
place, the Flax will rise above the water and re-
main & few hours, after which it sinks, and the pro-
cess of rotting ie then finished.

But th's process i retarded when new water is
added, and then the only way to determine 18 by
the stem. When the lint slips freely from the stem,
by drawing it through the fingers, leaving the stem
free from the fibre, it is sufficiently rotted: the
water is then let off, the Flax drawn out and spread
for drying. All'Flax, before being immersed, is
bound iu burdles with strong bands, the sheaf not

too large.

With all the directions that can te given, enn-
stant watching 18 necessary, and eome experience
before it cun be done safely and with certainty.—
“The Flax crop 1 consider less exhuusting to the
land than any of the cerval graine. It is true the
erops do not succeed well sown in succession, but
ol other crops succeed well after Flax, and it is my
favorite crop to lay down in grass seeds, and | have
slways had seed take better afier this crop than
any uther.

Westmorland Agriculiural Society's Annual Cat-

The annual meeting of the Westmorland
Agricultural and Emigrant Society was held
at Cole’s Island, Sackville, on Saturday the
19th October ; and notwithstanding the unfa-
vourable state of the weather, there was a nu-
merous attendance, and an increasing interest
manifested in the proceedings of the Society.

Indeed the great advantages which have al-
ready resulted from the efforts of the Society
were so apparent, it1s to be hoped that the
proceedings of the day will have a salutary and
extending influence upon the Inhabitants of
this fine portion of the Province : have the ef
fect of convincing the Farmer of the necessity
of an improved and scientific. mode of cultiva-
tion, and of stimulating him to greater ex-
ertions.

‘I'he show of Cattle of every description was

highly creditable to the competitors, exhibit- |

ing a marked improvement in the breeding
and condition, so much so as todraw forth the
admiration of many of the Farmers from our
sister Province of Nova Scotia, who were in
attendance, and candidly admitted thzt we far
excelled them in Stock.
