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HIGH COURT OF 1.0.F.
IS MEETING TODAY

The First Business

Sessions Opened in

York Assembly Rooms This Morning
---Excursion on River This Afternoon
---Many Delegates in Attendance.

There was a continuous buzz of conver-
sation in York Assembly rooms  for an
hour or two this morning while several
hundred delegates to the High Court of
the Independent Order of Foresters re-
gistered and received their credentials.
High Secretary Emmerson was one of the
busiest men in the town.

The majority of those in attendance
were men, although there was a goodly
sprinkling of ladies, representing the
twenty-two companion courts in the prov-
ince.

There are between eight and nine
thousand members of the order in New
Brunswick, members of 188 subordinate
and 22 companion courts, scattered all
over the province. The high court is
therefore representative of much of the
manhood and womanhood of New Bruns-
wick.

During the past year the I. O. F. paid
out $88,000 in mortuary benefits to the
relatives of deceased members in this
province.

Among those members who strolled
about the assembly rooms this morning
while preliminary work was being done
one noticed men who have been active
members of the order for a score of years
oe more. The High Court will next year
pbserve its 25th anniversary.

High Chief Ranger Woods, High Vice
Chief Ranger Steeves, D. G. Lingley, E.
J. Todd and others of the central com-
mittee were very active looking after the
interests of delegates.  Old timers in the
order, like H. C. Creed, W. E. Skillen, A.
W. Macrae, Dr. Thorne of Havelock, G.
G. Scovil, M. P. P, and E. P. Eastman
were shaking hands and recalling the ear-
lier days of the order while a very strong
representation of sturdy young people
were enjoying their first attendance at
court.

There is a large representation from the
upper St. John region, including quite a
number of Acadian delegates, including a
pumber of ladies.

It was nearly eleven o’clock when high
court was formally opened by High Chief
Ranger Woods in due form.

P. H. C. R. Lingley and Dr. Geo. A.
Hetherington were appointed a deputa-
tion to meet Hon. J. D. Clarke and R.
Matheson, supreme court officers, at the
depot. High Secretary L. U. Fowler, of
P. E. Island high court, was invited to
the platform.

¥. W. Emmerson, L. J. Wathen, J. S.
Flaglor, A. H. Friars, and W. J. South-
ern were appointed eredential committee.

Nearly a hundred members in attend-
ance at high court for the first time re-
ceived the high court degree, and were
greeted with hearty applause.

Supreme Secretary Matheson, who was
introduced in felicitous terms by H. C. R.
Woods expressed regret that Supreme
Chief Ranger Stevenson had been called
west and could not come to New Bruns-
wick. However, a good “substitute had
come in the person of Supreme Vice Chief
Ranger Clarke.

Mr. Matheson paid a very eloquent tri-
bute to the late Dr. Oronhyatekha. The
speaker had been a Forester for twenty-
four years. When it was in its infancy
the supreme office was a small room with
a pine table and a couple of of kitchen
chairs, and Dr. Oronhyateka was the su-
preme chief ranger and all the otber offi-
cers. The speaker had visited the office
then and found the late chief doing all
the work. Today #he order has its mag-
nificent temple in Toronto, and a staff
of 137 assistants engaged there. Seven or
eight hundred letters are daily received
by himsell as supreme secretary. The
order now has 4,800 male courts, 950 com-
panion courts, over 60 high courts, over
250,000 members, and over $11,000,000 sur-
plus, to which they propose to add a mil-
lion a year. Checks for $8,000 to $10,-
000 per day are signed for distribution to
widows and orphans. Last year $2,411.-
000 was distributed, and since its organ-
jzation the order has distributed $22,000,-
000. The money is carefully invested, and
every member of the executive council re-
gards it as a sacred trust. The insurance
department at Ottawa scrutinizes every
security of the order. This was
done last week, and the chief of the de-
partment declared himself perfectly satis-
fied. The U. S. state insurance authorities
aléo send officials to examine the securit-
jes. Their reports are to the effect that the
securities are satisfactory.

Mr. Matheson paid a warm tribute to
the new eupreme chief ranger, Eliot G.

. Stevenson, a very able and safe man.

Dealing with the work of the insurance
commission, Mr. Matheson declared that
its investigation showed the 1. O F. in
the most satisfactory light. Touching the
foreign work of the order, he said it had
not paid, and so the order had ceased to
receive new members from Norway,
Sweden, France and some other countries.
In four months the order had added over

46,000 new members, which showed it to

very best risks are taken. The order is
good for all time if properly managed, and
that is the aim of the supreme executive.

Reverting to the insurance commission
he quoted from the Toronto Telegram to
show that fraternal insurance fared as well
as old line companies, at its hands, and
reflected great credit on Dr. Oronhyateka
and especially on E. G. Stevenson, his
chief adviser. The Telegram went on to
declare that the Foresters as an order had
come well through the ordeal of the com-
mission. The commission itself declared
that fraternal insurance had a place in this
country, and there could be no disputing
that statement. In conclusion he said that
the greatest and truest happiness was
found in making others happy. That they
could all do by adding to the membership
of their subordinate and companion courts.

The supreme secretary was very heartily
applauded.

On behalf of the St. John and Fairville
Foregters, D. G. Lingley invited the high
court to be their guests on the St. John
river. The cars would leave the héad of
King street at 2 o’clock. There would be
music and sports with prizes, and the dele-
gates would have a good time.

HIGH CHIEF RANGER’S ADDRESS’

In his annual address H. W. .W’ogds
high chief ranger, began with a fitting
reference to the death of Oronhyatekha,
supreme chief ranger, who attended the
N. B. high court last year, and whose
funeral Mr. Woods and High Secretary
Emmerson attended on behalf of the For-
esters of New Brunswitk. Mr. Woods
also paid a tribute to the present Su-
preme Chief Ranger, Eliot G. Stevenson,
who it had been hoped would be present.

The H. C. R. pointed out that the
surplus of the I. O. F. is now over $1l,-
000,000, compared with $10,000,000 last
year, and expressed the view that the in-
vestigation by the Insurance Commission
would prove a great benefit to the order,
as it had established that there is aplace
for fraternal insurance such as it offers.

Reference was made to the excellent
organization work done by E. J.. Todd,
P. W. F. Brewster, A. P. Sherwood and-
D. Bradley. Mr. Brewster organised new
courts at Pennfield, Charlotte county, and
Stonehaven, Gloucester county; and D.
Bradley one at Gondola Point and an-
other at Indiantown, Northumberland
county. But the greatest gain in mem-
bership during the year was among the
preyiously existing courts. The indebted-
ness of subordinate and companion
courts to the high court had been very
satisfactorily reduced during the year,
and the H. C. R. urged that the work
of the committee in this direction be con-
tinued.

During the year the H. C. R. had vis-
ited a number of courts. He noted that
Moncton has the banner subordinate
court and aleo the banner companion
court. Courts Loyalist and Wygoody of
St. John were complimented on their
successful anniversaries and Court Wels-
ford on its.picnic last year. A warm tri-
bute was paid to Brigadier-General Todd
and the Royal Foresters of St. John.

The H. C. R. noted with sorrow that
the number of deaths last year was the
largest in the history of the order in this
jurisdiction. Eighty-two members died.
Special reference was mads to two of
them, Ludlow Nase of Nerepis, who was
killed by lightning, and James W. King
of St. John, who was suffocated while
endeavoring to save his brother’s proper-
ty from fire.

The net amount of mortuary benefits
in these eighty-two cases was $88,000 and
all claims were promptly paid—an evi-
dence of the far-reaching benefit of the
order. m

The H. C. R. spoke in terms of eulogy
of the Orphans’ Home  at- Deseronto,
which he and High Sec. Emmerson had
visited and had met the three orphans
from this province, happy and doing well.

Reference was made to the removal of
P. H. C. R, E. R. Chapman to Winnipeg,
and a warm tribute paid to his worth as
a Forester.

It was noted that Court La Tour won
the cash prize of $200 offered by the Ew
ening Times for the most popular society
in the city.

The H. C. R. suggested that at the
next High Court meeting the 25th anni-
versary receive fitting cclebration. He
tendered thanks to Judge Wedderburn,
P. H. C. R. Lingley and others for as-
sistance given during the year.

HIGH SECRETARY’S REPORT.

The High Secretary, F. W. Emmerson,
in his report noted that several courts had
amalgamated during the year, and that
a much smaller number than usual of
subordinate courts are in arrears. The year
had been one of great activity in the order
The report showed a surplus of assets
over liabilities of high court of $2718.88.
The mortuary payments during the year

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BIG NEW TURBINER YALE
ARRIVED THIS MORNING
FROM BOSTON DIRECT|

1907,

Latest Addition to Eastern S.S. Company Fleet Gets Great
Reception Here---The ‘“Harvard” Her Sister Ship vWiIl
Also Go on the St. John-Boston Routz.

The New Turbine Stea

mer Yale Which Arrived Today.

When the Eastern 8. S. Co.'s new
steamer Yale arrived this morning from
Boston she was greeted by hundreds of
people who thronged the Eastern line
wharf at Reed’s Point. The Yale had a
foggy trip from Boston and Captain Pike,
her commander, and he could only run

the new steamer at half speed, but at times
she reeled off 17 knots.

The Yale had on board 500 passengers,
a great many of them coming. as guesis
of the company making the round trip.
Among the passengers were James T.
Morse “treasurer-of the Eastern“Steamship
Company; Andrew and William Kletcher,
of the W &-A . Fleétcher Company of Ho-
boken, builders of the Yale; C. E. Iach-
ler, Boston agent of the line, and others.
The Yale was greeted on her arrival by
welcoming blasts from the whistles of all
the craft in the harbor.

Captain Pike, who has had command of
the . Calvin Austin, another of the East-
ern Steamship Company’s “white fliers,”
is in command of the Yale, and he
brought her from Boston today on her
first trip. He has as officers the following:

The Yale carries a crew of 106 men.

The general dimensions of the Yale fol-
low: Length over all, 407 feet; breadth
over guards, 63 feet; space between inner
and outer bottoms, 3 feet; draft of wat-
er, loaded, 16 feet; accommodations for
passengers, 1000; motive power, triple
serew turbines, 10,000 horse power. Her
registered tonnage is 2312 tons.

The quarter deck, or social hall, of the
Yale, which passengers enter upon board-
ing the steamer, is most comfortable and
rich in furnishings. Upon this deck are
located the purser’'s office, - package
rooms, news stand, barber shop, ete.,
while from this deck, also the dining hall
is entered. From the quarter deck an ar-
tistic stair case reaches to the grand sal-
oon deck above, and apother from that
to the galler}y saloon. On these two decks
are located the staterooms, they being
350 in number, 48 of which are en suite
with bath. On the hurricane deck is lo-
caed an attractive writing and smoking
room, which, like all the others, is per-
fectly equipped.

In keeping with the colors of the uni-
vemsity from which the steamship Yale
takes its nume, the decorations and fur-
nishing of the main saloon are done in
blye. The electrical equipment is in ac-
cord with the very latest achievements
in the electrical world, and the plumb-
ing and steam heating is of the very best,
from the view point of sanitation and' con-
venience, that is possible to eecure.

The Yale is the third turbine steam-
ship to be built in the United States, the
other two being the Governor Cobb and
the Camden, both of which are mow in
commission in the'+ Eastern - Steamship
Company service.

In conversation with \Capt. Morse, he
expressed himself - greatly pleased with
the steamer. It was the intention of the
company, he said, to also place the new
turbine steamer Harvard on the Boston-
St. John route if she could be finished in
time for this summer’s business. At the
close of the summer traffic, however,
both steamers will be put on the Boston-
New York line.

William H. Walsh, formerly of the
staff of the Boston Herald, but now press
agent for the Eastern S. S. Co., handed
out same interesting information.

The two new turbiners were named
Yale and Harvard in honor of Mr. Morse’s
two sons, one of whom is attending Yale
college and the other Harvard. The Yale,
on her voyage here from Boston used only
eight of her twelve boilers, and no at-
tempt was made to secure a record, as one
had already been secured between Boston
and New York, when the distance was
covered in fourteen hours, the best previ-
ous time having been made by the steam-
er Camden, which is now on the Bangor
division of the Eastern 8. S. Co. The
(Camden made the trip in fifteen hours.
The Yale on her trial trip Saturday from
New York to Boston made an average of
9214 keots and for about two hours went
over 23 knots. This, of course, was with
all her boilers in use.

The big turbiner left Boston at 12.55
yesterday and made Motinicus Light, 131
miles from Boston Light, at 9.02, thereby
beating the Calvin Austin’s best time one
hour and two minutes.

Among those on board the steamer
were: Captain James T. Morse and party,
which included his two nephews, sons of
Chas. W. Morse, the ‘“‘steamship king.”
They are Edward A. and Benjamin
Morse. Others were Mrs. Dickie, Mrs.
Hanscomb, wife of A. H. Hanscomb, as-
sistant to the president of the line; the
Misses Pevey, Mrs. Alomzo Evans, of
Everett, Mass.; Mrs. H. Draper, Gran-
ville Austin and son, Capt. Wm. Humph-
rey and wife, W. H. Price, assistant gen-

eral passenger agent of the E. 8. 8. Co.,
his ‘wife and daughter, S. E. Loechler,
agent of the International division, with
his wife and daughter; Everett L. Shum-
way, of the Boston Herald, and W. H.
Walsh, press agent of the company.

THE TIMES NEW REPORTER

TO ASSIST NEW YORK.

Mr. Peter Binks said this morning to
the Times new reporter that the New
York authorities should send a commis-
sion to St. John to enquire into the sub-

ject of garbage and its disposal.

Mr. Binks points out that several years
ago a protest was raised in St. John
against the placing of garbage on dumps,
where it festered in the sun and polluted
the atmosphere. There was much talk
at that time about incinerators, and a
system of collecting garbage by teams and
hauling it into the country, or disposing of
it in some other way.

The city council was not carried off its
feet by public clamor, but with great
wisdom solved the whole problem by
abolishing the dumps. Nothing has ever
been heard about the garbage question
since that time. KEither the citizens have
ceased to produce garbage, or they keep
it out of sight—except such portions as
may be found in the streets and gutters.

Mr. Binks says with perfect justie that
all the New York authorities need to do
ie to refuse officially to recognise the ex-
istence of garbage and that settles 'it—

there isn’t any. He will write to Mayor
