The Pope’s proposal re peace were

sent by courier to the European govern-

ments. Arrangements were made to
cable the document from England to
Washington and Tokio on account of the
time which would be required to for-
ward it to those points by courier or

mail.

“All discussion of the peace plans sub-
mitted by his Holiness, Pope Benedict,
is premature. Therefore I shall say no-
thing at present,” said Archbishop Ire-
land at his residence in St. Paul, in re-
ply to an inquiry as to his views.

“When the time is ripe,” added the
archbishop, “I shall be glad to make a
statement through our church papers.”

Cardinal Gibbons, ranking prelate of
the Catholic church in America, said
that it would be premature for him to
express an opinion regarding Pope
Benedict’s peace proposals until the text
had been made known- to him. The
cardinal added:

“Every rational citizen will acknow-
edge that the Pope is actuated by lofty,
humane, and disinterested motives, and
therefore his suggestions deserve to be
re ! with the attention and respect
du Jthem. Consequently, I have no
doubt that the United States government
will give to them the profound consider-
ation which they deserve, whatever may
be our individual opinion.
