An offer to purchase the lot at King 
street East and Carmarthen street, on 
which the city stables were formerly 
located, was before the Common Coun­
cil this morning, but no action was 
taken. The opinion was expressed by 
three members of the council that the 
city should hold this pro|>erty, and 
two commissioners said it should be 
used for the erection of a central Are 
station.

Commissioner Frink moved that an 
application of* the New Brunswick 
Telephone Company to set a number 
of new poles, guy wires and laterals 
in Leinster, Pitt and Carmarthen 
streets be granted subject to certain 
changes In location suggested by the 
road engineer and agreed to by the 
Telephone Company.

Commissioner Wigmore asked if any 
attempt had been made to have the 
Telephone Company use hydro poles, 
and Commissioner Frink said this had 
been suggested to the company, but 
they said it was not their policy to do

The healthful advantages of a public 
golf course may be placed within reach 
of Saint John families, possibly next 
summer, if plans of Perçy W. Thomson 
are carried to a successful conclusion. 
This project calls for a'nine-hole golf 
course at Glen Falls, open to' the 
public, and it is in such an advanced 
stage that Mr. Thomson now is nego­
tiating with the owners of the pro­
perty for the site he has selected, and, 
provided a reasonable price is offered, 
he declared last evening he would 
proceed to put his plans into effect.

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His proposal is to lay out a nine- 
hole course first. “In many of the 
larger cities where municipal courses 
are in operation,” Mr. Thomson said, 
“there is a straight charge made for 
each game. It is our idea to set a 
price of 50 cents a day and make this 
cumulative until a payment of $15 is 
made, when the person then becomes a 
member for the year. Regarding a 
club-house, we do not need anything 
very elaborate in this direction and 
would remodel a house on the site for 
this purpose. The site is within easy 
reach of the city and is served by a 
street car line. I am hopeful of put­
ting my ideas into effect.” Golf clubs, 
he said, could be hired for the'games.

Public golf courses have proved suc­
cessful in other cities. Practically all 
of the large cities in Canada and the 
United States have them. Winnipeg 
has no fewer than four municipally- 
controlled courses, in addition to 12 
private ones. Chicago has 13 of them, 
to mention one United States city 
alone, and these courses are thronged 
daily with golf devotees.

Commissioner Frink submitted a let­

ter from A. H. Likely, in which Mr. 
Likely said he had a client who wanted 
a lot in the central part of the city 
and was willing to pay $4,000 for it. 
If the city would consider selling for 
that sum the lot on which the former 
city stables stood, he felt a sale could 
be made. The commissioner recom­
mended that favorable consideration 
be given the offer, but that Mr. Likely 
be notified that the city would not 
pay any commission on the sale.

Commissioner Harding, objected to 
the sale of this lot, as it was wanted 
for a central fire station. He had 
secured certain information from au 
architect, but had not Intended to say 
anything to the council until he had a 
concrete proposition, but in view of the 
motion of Commissioner Frink he must 
say what he had in mind.

Commissioner Frink said the idea 
of a central fire station had been in 
the air for the last 40 years and did 
not seem any nearer an accomplished 
fact. If one were built it would prob­
ably cost $75,000 to $100,000.

IS VOTED DOW.

idea was to decentralize rather than 
centralize fire stations, and he thought 
the price offered was a fair one for the 
site.

that the city-owned courses there are 
thronged from daybreak until night- 

“They sure have the bug out 
there," he says. “Their system is very 
On entering the park you sign a regis-

an attendant at the first tee, who calls 
off the numbers, and when yours is 
called you step and are away. The 
charge is 40 cents a game, and If you 
do not possess clubs, a set can be hired 
for 35 cents a game.

“Sunday Is their big day, and to 
overcome any payment of money on 
this day you are required to register 
for Sunday at stations down town and 
secure a slip on which is marked the 
time you must be at the first tee. 
They send them away there every five 
minutes on all four courses. Down 
here, of course, we have an advantage 
over these inland Canadians, as we 
have a wonderful river to use for 
recreation. Out there, there is very 
little scenery to enjoy and golf takes 
its place.”
