Corps have set up a record to the time 
of their occurrence, but the final, record 
must now be unequivocably established. 
Preparations had been going on for 
months. A suitable field was taken and 
turned by eager hands into a sports field 
fit for Montreal or Toronto or Winnipeg. 
Every item of equipment known to the 
best sports in Canada—and, take it from 

• me, they are aU here in France—was 
there, from a perfect quarter-mile track 
and championship tennis court to the 
sacks at the baseball diamond. There 
was no reason why records should not 
have been made, except tliat life in 
France does not lend itself to uninter­
rupted training.

From five in the morning all roads
led to ------------ . Tlie Canadian Corps,
largely out of the line at the time, was 
free to indulge its patriotism and love 
of sports. For forty miles tliev came in 
lorries and cars, in ambulances and 
buses, in private cars and ^motorcycles, 
by foot and horse. I rose at seven- 
thirty to a steady stream of decorated 
lorries passing my billet, each packed 
with a singing, laughing, eager bunch 
of enthusiasts. Whole companies trudged 
five miles and were there ahead of time. 
My forty-mile-,an-hour race there wards 
was from beginning to end shrouded in 
a cloud of dust so thick at times that 
we were forced to slow down for the 
fog. Every man and nurse in the Can­
adian Corps who was unable to attend 
has earned the right to grouch for a 
month at least. And every imperial 
within reach was on hand in all the dia­
lects from Scottish to Cornish, marvel­
ling at the spirit of things, struggling to 
unravel the technique of baseball, almost 
as eager as the Canadians themselves.

It was a perfect day—Canadian to the 
last dying cheer of the weary picnickers. 
The sun blazed as if on order. Most of 
us were thoroughly baked, browned on 
both sides, and pretty well done before 
it was over. But it will remain the 
One Big Day in the lighter life of the 
Canadian Corps in France. Before it 
was under way an hour the line of lor­
ries parked on the side of the road ex­
tended far out of sight into the dim dis­
tance, and a field across the road was
