None had come to the surface, and
the only hope seemed to be in finding
bodies pinioned in the wreck in fifteen
fathoms of water. A stiff breeze made
the work of the divers difficult. If bod-
ies are found, a special steamer will be
sent out for them. :

With fifteen feet of her single mast
showing above water, the Monroe was
located by the revenue cutter Onondaga.
She lies twenty-four miles southwest,

one quarter south, off Winter Quarter
Lightship, almost in the exact spot
where the colision occurred.

The wrecking tug I. J. Merritt is
standing by the sunken ship. E. E. Pat-
ten, assistant general manager of the
Old Dominion Line, said today that the
ship probably would be blown up  to
clear the path of navigation.

A red light was twinkling at the mast-
head last night to warn passing vessels
of danger. :

A terrible double fatality occurred
this morning at Courtenay Bay when
two of the dynamiting crew, John Olsen,
the foreman, aged about twenty-nine
years, and Andrew Damon, his assistant,
aged twenty-five, both Sweeds, were in-
stantly killed by the premature explosion
of dynamite in a set of holes on which
they were working.

Damon’s body was torn limb from
limb and scattered about the ground,
while Olsen’s body was hurled by the
awful force of tne explosion to the shore
in front of the Municipal Home, ahout
300 yards away. The cause of the ac-
cident is not known and possibly the

reason for the dynamite going off prem-
aturely will never be known, as Olsen
and Damon were the only ones near the
spot where the explosio noccurred.

The accident occurred about a quarter
after eight o’clock. Olsen and Damon
had been at work loading a set of holes,
Fverything was going well and they
had reached the last hole and were put-
ting the charge into it, when everything
exploded. As soon as the explosion was
heard, it was known by the other men
on the works that there was something
amiss as no signal that the shot was to
be fired had been given. Workmen ran
to the plice where the two mén had
been seen only a short while before and
were- horrified to find portions of their
bodies scattered about for some distance
on the rocks and snow.

One of Damon’s legs was carried far
away down towards the breakwater and
the rest of his body strewn about in all
directions. Olsen’s body was carried
through the air as far as the little shanty
on the beach in front of the Municipal
Home, There it was found, brulsed and
mutilated almost beyond recognition.
One of the workmen said that he had

A CUT IN 1TS' RATES

Montreal, Feh. 2—Circulars were mail-
ed from the local offices of the White
Star Line on Saturday reporting the fol-
lowing reductions:

From Canada for porls on the con-
tinent of Europe, for third-class passen-
gers the rates have been cut from $35
by the Laurentic, Megantic and Teu-
tonic to $25: by the Canada and Domin-
ion, from $33 to $23.
