Fredericton, N. B, Dec. 23—Judg-
ment has been rendered by the Su-
preme Court of Canada in the -appeal
case of J. P. Moran of Madawaska
County, vs the Hammond Lumber
Company with a verdict awarding
Moran $10,900 and costs with the costs
of the courts below. |

This judgment upsets a decision
given by the Supreme Coprt of New
Brunswick on appeal from a decision
rendered by Mr. Justice Barry refusing
the claim of the plaintiff although the
damages had been assessed by the jury
at the trial’ as’/$10,900, the amount
awarded by the final decision of the
Supreme Court of Canada. The judg-
| ment upholding the decision of Mr.
Justice Barry, which was rendered by
the Supreme Court of New Brunswici
was not unanimous, Mr. Justice Crocket
dissenting.

This action arose out of comtracts
let by the Hammond Lumber Co. for
the cutting of some five millions of
logs, which were sub-contracted for
amongst various operators. Among
these was the plaintiff who had taken
a contract to supply a million. It was
said the contractor did not make the
payments to the sub-contractors.

Rome, Dec. 28.—The probability that
the Pope will call a meeting of the en-
tire Catholic episcopacy in Rome dur-
ing the next jubilee year was an-
nounced in a Papal Encylclical issued
today. Such a meeting would be a
continuation of the Ecumenica] Coun-

cil which was held in Rome in 1870.

Pope Pius encyclical recalls the re-
cent conflicts in Italy and the efforts
of the church to quiet them.

Among the peaceful events of recent
years it calls attention to the twenty=-
sixth annual Eucharistic Congress and
the great religious manifestation at-
tendant‘uﬁon the transportation of the
image of the Blessed Virgin from
Rome to Loretto.

The letter, enumerating present
world evils, which it says are caused
by a greediness for material things,’
says that the gemedy is chiefly to be,
found in a return to Christ, whichi
means peace, justice and love among all
peoples, respect for order and author-
ity, and combatting materialism as
well as tesching true democracy and
hrotherhood.

Pope Pius announces the probability
of his summoning & meeting of the en-
tire episcopacy of the world in Rome
in the course of his approaching jubilee
vear as a continuation of the Ecumeni~
;'-l Council at the Vatican held here in
versal pacification. = He condemns
livorce, modern dances -and immodest
fashions. q

The encyclical expresses the hope:

that all those who are still outside the
Church of Christ may ‘enter it. The
Pope says he is encouraged in this hope
by the fact that nearly .all the States
»f the world have entered into rela-
‘ions with the Apostolic See. He re-
zrets that Italy, his country and the
seat of the Papacy, is not among these,
and protests against the situation of
the Holy See in this country, which, he
says, has nothing to fear from it.

The encyclical ends with an exhorta-
tion to prayer and with the bestowal of
the apostolic benediction.

Jubilee year is observed in the Cath-
olic Church every twenty-five years,
from Christmeas to Christmas. As the
'ast ordinary jubilee was observed in
1900, beginning on the eve of Christ-
mas, 1989, and ending Christmas eve,
1900, the next jubilee year is due to
begin on the evening of December 24,
1924, continuing until Christmas, 1925.

OPEN MOTOR
HIGHWAY IN JUNE

Ottawa, Dec. 28—(Canadian Press),
—The official opening of the Banff-
Windermere motor highway through
the Canadian Rockies has been set for
June 80, 1928, it was announced to-
day by the commissioner of Canadian
nstional parks. On that date the last
link in the great 6500 mile scenic tour
through western Canada and the U. 8.
will be thrown open to traffic, making
the national parks of the two countries
accessible for motorists from Mexico
to Western Canada.

The road is built through the heart
of the Rockies, seventy-three miles of
it being through virgin mountain and
forest country and crossing the moun-
tain passes, The main range of the
Rocky Mountains is crossed via Ver-
million Pass, when an altitude of 5,600
feet is reaghed. The grades, however,
arc said to be remarkably low, the
average being 8 per cent with the max-
imum 400 feet of 9 per cent,

Wants Christmas Appeal —

Conferences “That Wink

Washington, Dec. 23 — President
Harding’s conference of governors on
prohibition enforcement will ' accom-~
plish nothing unless the state execu-
tives and government officials 'begin
their work upon themselves, Repre-
sentative W. D, Upshaw, Democratic of
Georgia, declared in the House of Rep-
resentatives. He called upon the Presi-
dent to issue a “ringing Christmas
prociamation” calling every one, espec~
ially every official,” to total abstinence.
“Anything less than. this,” he saild,
“will make the conference itself a farce
and a scandal”. Mr, Upshaw said:

“If the situation is that serious—if,

the President is right when he declares
that conditions ‘savor of a nation-wide
scandal’—then God knows that that
conference of our President and our

Governors ought to leave no stone un-’

turned to make that exceptional round
table a practical and national blessing.

People Doubt Sincerity.

* “But we might as well be plain about
it—the plain. people are justly skepti-
y _of these high offieials.
