SIX CASES OF LIGHT WEIGHT She Was Evidently a Je wee*, and We* 
Murdered at Leaet a Week A*o— 
How the Discovery Was Made- 
Scanty Hope or Solving the Mystery.

New York, March 10.—In dirty, crowd­
ed Eldredge street there developed to­
day the most ghastly and mysterious 
case of murder the city haa known for 
years. In the mouldy cellar of the old 
house at No. 3 there was found the body 
of a young woman covered with bruises. 
Her skull had been crushed in with a 
hammer, her lower jaw wâs broken, and 
her face seamed with horrible gashes,

■ mE ry \A# head and tied about her neck so tightly

that the cords cuts a furrow in the flesh. 
The woman’s tongue prottuded frorh her 

çs db wax a month from choking. A few clews were

hér identification, but untilit is known 
who she is théfè is scanty hope of detect­
ing her murderer.

The woman was evidently a Jewess. 
The doctors say she has not been dead 
more than a week. Her body was frozen 
stiff. The indications are that she was 
murdered elsewhere, and that the corpse 
was carried into the celler. No 3 is 
a three-story wooden house. The ground 
floor is occupied by Moses Levy’s dry 
goods store. The other floors are rented 
to a Hebrew talmudical school, where 
over a hundred children are daily in­
structed in the ancient lore of their re­
ligion. No one sleeps there. A janitor 
comes once a day to look after the fires. 
The present janitor has been in the place 
less than a month. Before him the jan­
itor of the school was Isaac Jacob, the 
old Polish Jew who ran amuck on Ridge 
street with a revolver on Sunday, Feb. 
16, killed his enemy, Herman Rogoz- 
inski, tried to kill Rogozinski’s wife and 
son, and finally killed himself. Jacob 
used to sleep in the school on an old 
matress laid across two benches. Jacob 
was discharged four days before he killed 
himself.

A little after 3.30 o’clock this afternoon 
Mrs. Aaron Levy wanted a keg or small 
barrel, and, not finding one in her son’s 
store, she went down into the cellar to 
hunt among the rubbish there for one. 
There are four clrsets in the cellar, and 
in the darkest, dampest one she saw, 
upon opening the door, a big black heap 
of something lying; upon the floor. 
Sticking out of the bundle were a pair of 
women’s shoes, and above them white 
stockings on a woman’s^egs. Mrs, Levy 
screamed and fled up stairs as fast as she 
could. She told her son what she had 
seen and he went below. When he got 
up stairs again he ran off to the Eldredge 
street police station. Sergt Creedensent 
Detective Mnlland down to investigate 
The detective ' hunted for the pocket 
in the skirt of the woman’s dress, 
and when he found this pnt 
hie hand tin it and ."drew ont a eras!! 
yellow card with the figures of the 
multiplication table on it, two keys and 
a piece of fnote paper which once was 
white. The strip was about an inch 
deep and was clearly the top part of an 
old letter. At the top of the strip were 
the words in English: “Feb. 16, 1890,” 
(This was the date of the murder “com- 
mitted by Jacob, and of his suicide.) The 
strip had been tom from the letter right 
through the first line of the writing. The 
writing was in Hebrew. And this much 
of the writting ;was decipherable: “To 
my dear Freda, with my.”

It was considered certain by all who 
saw the corpse that she had been 
murdered elsewhere and carried there. *
