AN mmumu INTERVIEW WITH
WILLIAM SHAW, M. P. P., ON HIS
TRIP TO THE PACIFIC COAST.

He tells of what He Saw in Winnipeg,
Banfl, Vanconver and other Places.
Points of Interest about Vancouver,
Its Real Estate Boom, its Buildings,
Its People ete., And -about New

1 Brunswickers in the West.

Mesgsrs. J. & W. Shaw this morning, and
asked for Mr. William Shaw M. P. P. “He
will be here soon. Is there anything I
can do for you,” said Mr. James Shaw.”

“No; I just wantto have a talk with
him on his trip to the Pacific coast,” said

the reporter.

“Well, it was a very interesting tnp.
Quite different, however, from when I
went to British Columbia. That was
about 30 years ago, before you remember,
I suppose. The C. P. R. over which my
brother has just travelled was scarcely
dreamed of then, and the journey occu-
ipied six months, where now it only takes
Tabout ‘six déys. Tt was at the time of
the Fraser River gold excitement tlmt
I tobk the trip. We went round by . the
Straits of Magellan and returned across
the country. - Youknow people used to
travel in companies or caravans those
days on long journeys to be able to de-
fend themselves against an attack.”
Just as the reporter was beginning to
get Mr. James Shaw well started, and to
think that an interview on his trip of 30
years.ago would be more interesting
than one on that of his brother who has
just returned, the M. P. P. came in and
the story ofthe old time trip ended. The
M. P. P. looks well after his spin across
the continent.

“I enjoyed the trip very much,” said
bein answer to the repotter’s enquiry,
“and I think it is one that is well worth
the time and money it costs. But I
should think the summer is the best
time to go. I left here Friday night the
23rd of October, and got in Montreal
next night and stopped there till Monday
evening; then went right through to
Winnipeg. The journey from Montreal
to Winnipeg by rail is not a very inter-
esting one. Most of the country
iss  -too rough.  , At Winnipeg
I met some St. John people. Among
others Mr. Millidge, who is employed at
Oglivie’s flour mill.' ‘I: was through the
mill and it is ‘one of the finest I ever
saw. The capacity is about 1,500
barrels- of - flour -a day; not' as large as
some of their mills in other places, but
the machinery was all'as bright as the
silver on a dining" room ‘table, and ‘you
could walk through' the mill without
getting hardly a bit“of dust on you, so
clean was everything kept.

breeds and others coming into the mills
with grain, driving ox teams and fitted
outin real old time Loch Lomond
styl. It was cold and snowing
when I got there and the prairies
were covered with snow all the way
across from the west. The snow was
very light and dry and the cattle grazing
here and there looked fat and seemed to
pick up a good living and to not mind
the frosty covering, It is not a very
interesting ride across the prairie at this
season. When you first look out in the
early morning in the hazy light it seems
as though you were on the ocean.'

I wenton to Banff from Winnipeg, as
I had been told of the great attractions
there. And I was not disappointed. It
is certainly a wonderful place. The C.
P.R. Hotel there had just closed for the
season. I was told that it had accom-
modated about 5,000 visitors during the
season just ended. The weather was
cold there. In fact itis cold all summer,
too cold to allow of anything much being
grown, as the altitude of the
place is some 4,500 feet above the
sea level. The sulphur springs, reached
by a tunnel cut through the rock are the
great point of interest. The water in
them is about blood warm. The man in
charge told me that he had been able to
raise some vegetables in his garden this
summer by irragating it with the warm
water carried from the springs in pipes.
From Banff west the scenery is grand,
and the C, P. R. deserves all the praise it
gets for overcoming great engineering
difficulties, for we passed through and
over places where it would seem impos-
sible, to any ordinary person, that a rail-
way could be built. From Mount
Btephen for about eight miles we
ran down a steep grade, nearly
as’ steep as Mill street hill, or any
way as steep as Main street from Long
Wharf to Orange corner. There a big
hundred ton locomotive is put on to hold
back in going duwn and push going up.
‘When we got to North Bend, four or five
hours ride from Vancouver, the weather
began to grow warmer and at Vancouver
it was very pleasant. There you
know, - the mercury dosen’t linger
about the freezing point much
and seldlom .goes down tozero.
I liked Vancouver better than
any of the Western towns I visited and
Iwas down to New Westminster and
oyer to Victoria, as well. Vancouver's
situation with the Fraser river
flowing round in front, forming a fine
harbor, and the mountains looking up

I should think it would be a pleasant
place tolivein. House rent is high how-
ever and the man who goes to Vancou-
'ver now I should think must have lots
of money to invest in some new manu-
\facturing enterprise or lots of muscle
and'a liking for hard work. The place
is overflowing with clerks and people of
that class, and I think that young men
of good education who do not desire to
engage in hard manual work can do far
better here than there.

They are booming real estate at a
great rate in Vancouver. Why, you
would be surprised at the prices. One
might hunt out a lot on the outskirts of
the town covered with stumps and
looking as if it might be a good place
for farming if it was cleared up a little,
but on enquiring you find they are ask-
ing $1.50 to $2.00 a foot for the land. In
the residential portion of the town the
lots are laid out 66x132 feet in size and a
fairly sitnated one will cost about $3,000.
That would be considered a reasonable
price. Then it, would take you some
time to get the stumps off it, as some of
them measure ten or twelve feet across.

They
have fine residences and handsome
grounds in connection with them, the
8oil in the gardens being very fertile.

The city is nicely laid out, but they
have hardly any good streets as yet.
There are no hills of any consequence
and no stone to contend with as we
have here but there is an abundant sup-
ply of mud. As lumber is plenty they
plank the streets that are much used.
This year however, they were beginning
to do something in the way of paving,
the cedar block being the favorite. The
city engineer, a London, Ont. man, Col.
Tracey, told me that $100,000 had been
appropriated for street work and that his
idea was to have stone pavements cov-
ered with asphalt.

A line of electric street cars run
through the city, and they give very
good satisfaction. The cars are run much
more rapidly than our horse cars here,
and the electric motion seems much
preferable to the horses in a new town
where the streets are in a rough state. I
went from Vancouver to New Westmin-
ister on the new electric tramway which
hwjust been established: The distance
is about twelve miles. The car shop and
storage battery is situated about mid-
way between the two places. The cars
have seating capacity for about thirfy
persons.

Before leaving Vancouver I visited
Hasting’s saw mills, to see some of their
fine western lumber, and it surpassed
anything in the lumber line I ever wit-
nessed. Most of the lumber used in the
building operations in Vancouver is
ceder and fir. At the mills I saw mag-
nificent flooring boards 30 feet long,
tongued and groyed and without
a2 blemish. The inside finishing
of the houses is principally cedar.
This wood is different from our cedar.
Itis very st rait grained and so clear that
you could split a log 20 or 30 feet long
without meeting a bad knot. Itis in
different shades. The darkest shade
makes a very good representation of
walnut and makes a splendid finishing
wood.  The lighter wood is finished up
to have something the appearance of
ground oak. Very little paint is used
nearly all the inside finish-
ing being done with oil
polishing and varnish. The outside fin-
ish of the houses appears to be mostly of
the fir. It is also different from our fir.
and seems more like our spruce.

The people of Vancouver are a much
better looking class taken together than
those of Winnipeg. They are mostly Eng-
lish. I met many St. John and New
Brunswick people there. One family
the Sentells’ who used to live at Loch
Lomond, and who went out to the
coast some years ago have accumulated
a fortune of between $50,000 and $100,-
000. Most of the people from this prov-.
ince seem . to have done fairly well
George: Barteaux has accumulated some
money in real estate and is running a
grocery:store. I saw Mr. Hallett, a young
‘man from Sussex. He was police mag-
igtrate, but got the local premier down
on him in some way and though he
seemed popular, a regulation was made
that no one could serve as police magis-
trate who'wasnota J. P. and as Mr.
Hallett was not one of those dignitaries
he had to step down and out. George
Fraser has a full store and appears to be
doing well in the ship chandlry busi-
ness.

Mr. O’Brien the editor of the Vancouver
World is from Chatham. Hé takes a
great interest in New Brunswickers and
in giving them information and was very
kind to me, I also met a young man by
the name of Durgan who used to be in
John McGinty’s grocery store here. He
got married a few weeks ago and went
out there, and is now a conductor on the
electric street cars. One thing I noticed
is that everybody is ready to give infor-
mation and on for booming their town.
I did not like New Westminister near-
ly so well as Vancouver in any way and
the hotels there and in Victoria are no
to be compared to those in Vancouver.
The return trip offered new attractions
in the way of scenery and altogether I
feel greatly pleased with the journey.
The partner brothers J. & W. Shaw
will no doubt find many interesting

points of comparison between their two
trips to the Pacific coast.
