THE LEARY SEA RAFT.

THE GREAT TOW TOSTART FOR NEW
YORK TONIGHT.

Where the Piling was Procured and
How the Rafts are Comnstructed—A
Work that will be Carried on Every
Year,

The tug boats B. T. Haviland and E.
H, Heipershausen arrived here yester-
day forenoon from New York to tow Mr.
James D. Leary’s great sea raft of piling
to that city.

This great raft consists of seventeen
joints and will measure aboul 1200 or
1300 feet in length. Eleven cribs of it
were brought down from Grand Bay on
Saturday and left near the end of Wig-
gins wharf, Carleton. The remaining six
joints for the tow were brought down
this morning and the whole 17 were
towed over to. the large space below
Reed’s point where .ibe joints were
shackled togethef in preparation for the
start to sea tonight. It
will probably be between 9 and 11
o’clock when the great raft will leave
here and it willno doubt be a sight worth
seeing. The two tug boats, one ahead of
the other, with the 17 joints of the raft,
will form a procession considerably over
a quarter of & mile in length and the
whole will be lighted by red lanterns
swung from tripods standing on every
third or fourth joint of the raft.
Altogether the raft contains enough
piling to load about seventeen 150 ton
schooners, their being abont 525 sticks in
each crib. Y
Most of this piling was tut at Salmon
River, Queens County, by Mr. G. G.
King; Mr. Hugh McLean also cut
700 sticks of it and Mr. James Murray
cut a considerable quantity on land
lately purchased by Mr. Leary .about
ten miles back of Gagetown. The pil-
ing was towed down from Salmon River
and Gagetown to Grand Bay in rafts of
the usual river construction. At Grand
Bay operations have been in progress
gome time in getting thelpiling into shape
80, that it could be towed from St. John
to New York.

Mr. Charles Ward, of Oromocto,has had

charge of the rafting operations. The

construction of the cribs or joints is some-
thing new in raft building here. To stand
the heavy strain of the long tow and the
heavy sea they will probably have to
pass through before reaching New York,
the cribs must necessarily be strong-
ly made so that none of the sticks can
move about. That this end has been at-
tained and that the piling is so_securely
bound together that it ‘will reach its des-
tination in safety, providing that the
weather is at all favorable, seems assured
when the manner of binding the sticks

height of about eight feet and forty feet in
width, and binding them firmly together
with four steel wire ropes pulled taut by
a donkey engine, and then piling on
sticks to the height of 4 or 5 feet more 1o
complete ‘the top of the oval. The four
wire ropes were then brought around
this again and fastened securely, and
two more ropes were put on running
under and over the whole body of piling
these also being hauled as taut as
possible with a donkey engine. The
cribs grounded on the bank at Carleton
yesterday and were left completeiy out of
water but did not settle or change shape in
the least, which is a good proof of the
strong manner in which the sticks are
bound together, A heavy chain cable
rons through the centre of each crib and
they are shackled together for the tow
by means of this cable, only about seven
feet being the space between each crib.
Those cribs are something like those
towed from here some years ago, but the
manner of placing the towing cable in
this case is considered to be quite an
improvement to the way it was done in
the former yenture where the cable ran
along the top of the cribs or joints. In
that case the tow had a tendency to
pull down and bury the raft in the sea
while in this case with the cable through
the centre the pull will be up. This lot
of 17 cribs is only about half of the whole
quantity of piling procured for Mr, Leary
last winter. The other half of it is being
put up in cribs at Grand Bay and will
form another tow to leave here in a fort-
night or so.

It is thought that it will take the two
tug boats about 10 or 12 days toget the
raft to New York. Mr. Leary uses the
piling there for constructing docks and
crib work of different kinds. The most
of the sticks are princess pine. They
average about 45 feet in length, some of
them being as much as 656 and 75 feet
long. Eleven to 12 inches at the butt
and 6 inches at the top is the average di-
ameter, although some of the largest
sticks measures 15 to 17 inches at the
butt.

Mr. Leary says he prefers this kind of
lumber for his purposes, although it is
not a very merchantable lumber here.
