THE OPIUM BUSINESS.

Decrease dn Crude Opium Imported Into 
British Columbia.

Ottawa, July 31.—United States offi­
cers are making every effort to discover 
the channel through which large quan­
tities Of refined opium are finding their 
way -across the border without payment 
of duty. To-day Commissioner of Cus­
toms Watters furnished some interesting 
figures which go to show that in the im­
portation of crude opium into British 
Columbia for refining purposes there has 
been a decline of 44 per cent, compared 
with last year. The figures also show an 
increased importation,for the province of 
Quebec, which looks as if the field of 
operations ‘was being transferred from 
British Columbia to that province. The 
total importation of crude opium into 
British Columbia dn round numbers fell 
from 147,000 pounds to 82,000 as com­
parted with last year. Taking the last 
quarter the quantity -imported into Vic- 
tori a fell from 29,000 to 7,420 pounds, as 
compared with the corresponding quarter 
of last year.

The question of freight rates in the 
Northwest was brought up before the 
railway committee of the privy council 
to-day, but was again postponed, as it
