Ulm owns three-fourths of the land upon 
which it is built. Five towns in Germany 
poeeess Irom 120 to 240 square yards of land 
tor each inhabitant Berlin has 85 suuare 
yards ol pnblicly owned land per head of the 
population.

Tremendous forest areas are yet publicly 
owned aed there is s general move all over 
the world to preserve these, not only in or 
der to see that tbe timber supply is not ex­
hausted. but also to protect the watçi sheds 
•nd avoid the cessation of rains, which it is 
declared, comes from destroying Lhe f««rests. 
Germany has 13,996,000 acres of state forest* 
and from these Prussia alone receives an an­
nual revenue of $20,000,000. In Sweden there 
ie s forest reserve area ol 15,000.000 acres 
held by the state, while communes and par­
ishes owe about 15,000,000 more. The state 
derives an income of about $2,500.000 annual­
ly from its forests. Most of the forest land 
in Switserlaxad is communally owned, al­
though the state is now takin-r >ver*ight of 
it. No timber can be out without the con­
sent of the federal authorities and for each 
tree out down s new one must be planted. In 
Finland, 14,000,000 acres of dry forest land 
belongs to the state and 8,000,000 acres of 
marsh land that is timber bearing. The 
state, however, auctions the forests to con­
tractors instead of really holding them lor 
the people. In the United States there are 
held as public forests, 145,000.000 acres 
There has been considerable graft in the mar­
keting of the timber on thie public land, and 
it ie sold to individuals and corporations. 
Thie. however, will probably be remedied in 
the fut ere.
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NATIONALIZATION OF RAILWAYS.
The most important countries in the world 

that have not collectively owned isilroads 
are Orest Britain, the United States and 
Spain, yet the United States has a publicly 
owned railroad in Panama, while !4 British 
soloniee have sud^rosds. Among the na­
tions that own .setiroads are the following 

Austria-Hungary, Belgium. Brazil, Bulgaria. 
Chill, Columbia, Costa Ries, Cubs, Denmark, 
France, German Empire, Holland. Honduras, 
Italy, Japan. Nicaragua, Norway, Panama. 
Portugal, Roumanie. Russia, Servis, Siam, 
Sweden. Switserland. Turkev.

In Panama, New South Wales, Victoria and 
Queensland the railroads have been built en­
tirely hy the state. In other sections both 
•tate construction and nrivate contract 
have prevailed in the construction of the 
roads. The total cost of construction and 
equipment of the Australian rsilroids is 
given at $765.000.000 The net earnings sre 
I30.e0e.000
