HAS BEEN DESERTED

Aanxiety Regarding. the Lone Family
" Resident There—No Response to
the Moana's Signals.

The R. M. S, Moana brought a queer,
story from the South Seas. Something
has “happened”’ on Old Man Swayne's
¥sland. And for something to happen on
this particular island is quite unusual.
Perhaps the old white man and his fam-
ily who rule the island have disappeir-
ed or come into conflict with the na-
tives, but their fate will not be known
until an English steamer again passcs
and signals the island.

Swayne’s lsland is a mere dot upon
the ocean, the crest of a table top moun-
tain that is almost buried beneath the
sea. ‘At no point is the island more than
100 feet above the sea level, and th%
interior of the island is a vast lagoon.
Yet on this island a white man, Swayne,
and his wife have lived and reared a
family who are now grown to mans
estate. For 306 years this one_fm_mly
has held supreme sway over this little
&ingdom, with no life mnearer than
Samoa, some hundreds of miles away.
The island is a mass of waving cocoa
palms, and copra is the single article of
comerce. ;
40 discover this point on the ocean in
1602, but no government has eyer
thought the little island of sufficient im- |
portance to raise its“flag over it, and
even the British government has left the

ace severely to its own resources under
ats white king. . i v

But now something may have hap-
pened to the white monarch. British
steamers sometimes drop casks contain-
ing newspapers near the island and these
float over to the shore where the lonely
white family secures them and gets its
mews of the world.' The Moana called
at the island on its last trip from Aus-
4ralia and had signals  hoisted. The
¥oana was within a_mile of the shore,
wet the people of the little village of one
elumsy )guropean house and a half dozen
mnative ‘8hacks paid no heed for some
time. Usually a couple of hundred na-
tives come out to the steamers in cata-
gnarans, yet on this occasion not a na-
five ventured eyen om. the beach, and
only a few could be, seen among th,e_
«<cocoanut palms near the white man's
house. Signals were run up on the flag
pole ashore but no one on boarq could
understand their meaning, and it was
quite evident that they were put up by
naives and not by white people: Finally
natives could be seen around the house
discharging guns. In answer to these
the Moana fired two shots from a small
cannon on board, but the matives only
continued to remain back in the palms
and discharge the guns. The Moana
then steamed away, leaving' perhaps a
tragedy on shore. Who knows.what

may have become of the Swayne famjly?: g

Perhaps they: were in another part of
the island, or maybe dead from disease.

.ONTARIO IS PROSPEROUS.

So Says T. W. Paterson, Who Has Just
Returned—Good Government.
Good Times.

“Driving through Ontario now is like
assing through a .great park,” said T.
W. Patrson last night. Mr. Paterson
returned a week or two ago from a visit
to his old home, and he was charmed
with the appearance of the province.
Everywhere he found the farmers pros-
arous, and not only making money but

green hedges and ornamental shrubs, and
in other ways beauytifying their holdings.
'The hard times through which the prov-
ince passed two or three years ago
taught the farmers to produce cheaply,
and they were thus put in a position to
take advantage of the good times which
came _with the advent of the Libera:
government to power. »

For the first time almost in a quarter
of a centufy the farmers are able to buy
farms, mortgage them for a major por-
tion of the purchase price and pay off
those mortgages from the land itself
without trouble.

In the Northwest, Mr. Paterson found
the same evidences of abundant pros-
perity. - It is his opinion that so great
will be the production of wheat this year
that there will be another congestion.
Indeed he feels that railway construction
in thaticountry cannot possibly be pushed
far enough to, form-an adequate outlet
from what is evidently going to be in
faet, ‘as well as in name, “the granary
of the world.” ;'

PROGRESS IN SUMATRA.

Natives Are Still -at Warfare—0il Wells
Located About Centre of Island. ¢

R. Rawlings, a Canadian, who has just
returned from Sumatra, has been inter-
viewed in- 8eattle, and gives some interest-
lnf information ‘about that island.

The Atchinese, one of the tribes
on the Island, have been at war with the
Dutch for thirty-two years. About a year
ago the matives in the province of Diambe
broke into_rebellion, troo) were, sent to
quell the Insurrection and the fighting is
still continuing. 'The greater part *of the
istand is unfamiliar to the white popula-
tion, and cannibals in their native state
are said to inhabit certain localities. The
natives, Beveral hundred years ago, were
of the Hindoo faith, but they have since
come to believe the doctrines of Mohammed.

Received and spread on
the minutes,

The secretary, referring to the direc-
tors, stated that he had ascertained that
they would be the same as on the last
occasion, and the document to this et-
fect had already been sent to Quebec for
the ratification of the Lieut.-Governor.
