Fell 
had seen so many acrobatic feats in the 
House that he probably knew how these 
things occur. It sounded well to ask 
for a park, public schools, etc. To ask 
for two much was simply to defeat the 
object sought. A park had been asked 
for already.

Aid. Stewart -was of the opinion that 
Aid. Fell’s suggestion was the most 
effective way of approaching the govern­
ment.

Mr. Russell says that his company will i
■ ibe in position to take contracts for the 

building of sections of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific. All this prompts the opinion 
that the Grand Trunk Pacific intends 
beginning work shortly on the Pacific 
Coast. Incidental with this B. J.
Palmer, of the Chemainus mills, who is 
intimately connected with the officials of 
the United Supply & Contracting Com­
pany, is reported in the Seattle Times 
as having been given a contract for 20,- 
000,000 feet of lumber in ties and other 
lumber for the Grand Trunk Pacific.

This statement, it is said, Mr. Palmer 
denies having given out, but it is of 
course difficult to understand how this 
could have been published without some 
foundation from some quarter. It is 
also rumored that negotiations are on for 
the building of a freighter in this city, 
which is intended to be used in the carry­
ing trade, and will probably have a ca­
pacity of 1,000 tons, and well adapted for 
carrying ties, etc.

In the interview published in the Se­
attle Times oh Sunday, it was stated 
that arrangements had been made at the 
Hotel Washington for- accommodation 
for Mr. Morse and his party during a 
visit to Seattle. There also appeared 
the following:

“Mr. Palmer, who owns something like 
135,000 acres of the finest timber lands 
on Vancouver Island, said at the Wash­
ington last night that all British Col­
umbia, and in fact all Canada, is stirred 
up over the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
road. The great point with British Col­
umbians concerns the route. Vancouver 
is pulling every possible wire to secure 
the terminals, although it is now gen­
erally conceded that the route will take 
a more northerly direction.

“While the Grand Trunk is one of the 
finest railway systems in the world, and 
while eventually it will compete strong­
ly with the Seattle transcontinental 
lines in carrying freight to Alaskan 
and Oriental-points, it is the belief of 
Mr. Palmer that it will be some years 
before the effect of the Grand Trunk’s get a land grant, 
coming is materially felt in this city.
The country through which the road 
will run is virtually in a primitive con­
dition, and that country must first be 
developed, mills and factories estab­
lished, before the road will be in a posi­
tion to fulfill the mission that primarily 
brought it into the world.

“Mr. Palmer declared last night that 
so far as he knew, Mr. Morse and party 
did not have a definite purpose in com­
ing to Seattle at this time. He said 
they had been working hard in British 
Columbia and would come to this city 
mere for the purpose of rest and 
ation than for business.”

The United Supply & Contracting 
Company has among its objects the fol­
lowing: To purchase and trade in land; 
to deal in farming lands and erect build­
ings, etc.; to carry on the brewing busi­
ness, and all manner of trade as mer­
chants, farmers and manufacturers; to 
carry on iron and steel works ; to do a 
mining business in coal, gold and all 
other minerals; to enter the meat busi­
ness in all branches; to carry on the tim­
ber and lumbering business; to construct 
railways, wharves and all such works; 
to enter the fishery business, and to 
acquire and hold ships and vessels, and 
to build telephone, telegraph, railways 
and other related works, and carry them 
on. The company has therefore very 
wide powers. ,

One syndicate with which names of 
local men have been identified, is said 
to have thoroughly covered' the territory 
which 'is likely to be entered by the 
transcontinental road and systematically 
to have investigated and located proper­
ties.

Farm­
ers have made substantial progress in 
clearing and cultivating their lands. 
Much time, money and labor have been 
expended in ascertaifiing for what pro­
duce the soil is most adapted. As a re­
sult it has been found that aH kinds of 
produce can be grown in the valley.

The country is well watered. Streams 
having their origin in the mountains 
penetrate the district in such a way as 
to well distribute the moisture over the 
valley. _ Some of these streams are high­
ly mineralized, evidences of iron being 
found both in the color of the water and 
in its taste. In a number of instances 
streams cross the valley only a few yards 
apart. In view of the character of these 
waterways large bodies of the best qual­
ity of red specular iron ore will, it is be­
lieved, be found in the interior. Some 
good red hemitite has already been lo­
cated. There are excellent reasons for 
believing that there are valuable depos­
its of mineral in the mountains near this 
valley within a few miles of steamboat 
transportation. There is an abundance 
of good coal in the interior and in places 
big water power could be obtained if 
necessity demanded.

There is also a vast amount of stand­
ing timber—cedar, fir and spruce—that 
will produce lumber comparable with 
white pine for finishing purposes. Be­
sides, there is much timber that would 
make excellent charcoal.

Why should not the Bella Coola val­
ley be a most desirable place for aa iron 
furnace? There can be no better place 
for one if these conditions are found. A 
large copper lead is being opened by 
some of the settlers and high grade ore 
in the near mountains is being constantly 
discovered.

The outlook for a large immigration 
of home seekers to the interior by way 
of the Bella Coola valley is excellent 
Messrs. Little and Harris are receivii^ 
applications for more horse and pa<$ 
outfits than they are likely to be able to 
supply.
