CHINESE BANDITS 
KILL RUSSIANS.Japs Have Destroyed h Railway 

Between Mukden and Tie Pass 
-Battle’s Slaughter Totals Now 
100,000—Worse to Come.

BRANTFORD, Ont., March 6-Josepk 
Kennedy, who was found guilty last 
night of criminal intimacy with Irene 
Cole, the nine years old daughter of 
Peter Cole, and who received sentence 
of life imprisonment and seventy-five 
lashes, hanged himself in jail this morn­
ing.

FREDERICTON, N. B., March 9,— 
The N. B. Legislature was opened this 
afternoon at three o’clock with the us­
ual ceremonies. At that hour His Hon­
or Lt. Governor Snowball proceeded to 
the legislature accompanied by his staff 
which consisted of Col. White, Col. Wad- 
more, Coroner Mullin, Sheriff Sterling, 
Private Secretary Baker, and aide-de- 
camp, Capt. Carlin. The large assem­
bly room was crowded and the scene 
presented a brilliant one. The 71st bat- 
talllon headed by their band under 
Captain Gray, acted as a guard of hon­
or, and the Newcastle field battery fired 
the usual salute.

In the speech from the throne deliv­
ered by his honor, reference was made 
to the departure of Lord Minto and his 
amiable consort, and to the appoint­
ment of Earl Grey as governor general. 
Reference of the usual indeflnlteness 
was also made to the appeal to the jud­
icial committee of the privy council in 
the representation question. The usual 
prosperity clause claimed that the prov­
ince had been prosperous regardless of 
a slight depression in the lumber busi­
ness.

The speech contained a reference to 
the development of the coal areas in 
Queens, Sunbury and Kent counties. 
The legislature was again congratulated 
on the always probable readjustment of 
provincial subsidies. One clause was 
devoted to factory legislation and re­
ference was made to the scheme for 
utilising the water power of Grand 
Falls, the government apparently tak­
ing credit for the existence of this 
power as well as for its proposed util­
ization by an American vompany:

As Spies. Kennedy, who was an Irishman, 

served in the South African war and 
had only been a short time In Brant­
ford when arrested and tried on the 
charge of murdering Irene Cole, who 
was found murdered and brutally muti­
lated. Through the perjured evidence 
of Joseph Drummond, Kennedy was ac­
quitted. Subsequently Drummond was 
sentenced to three years on the charge 
of perjury. Kennedy was re-arreste<^ 
but could not be re-tried on the mur­
der charge.

STANFORD’S DEATH STILL MYSTERY
ally of the rear guard, Is admitted and 
Mukden may have been evacuated dur­
ing last night, although nothing defi­
nite has been received on this point. 
Yesterday. General Bilderling’s army, 
which held the centre, fell back upon 
the Hun River, clinging all the day 
desperately to Madyapu at the apex 
southwest of the city.

One of General Llnevitch’s corps was 
hurriedly withdrawn during Wednes­
day night and dispatched to the sup­
port of General Kaulbar’s hard press­
ed forces, who were fighting, off Gen­
eral Nogi’s flanking legions west and 
northwest of the city, 
time the remainder of General Llne­
vitch’s army fell back to the north 
bank of the Hun River, where it check­
ed temporarily the pursnlng columns 
of General Kuroki, which hemmed him 
in west, south and east. All day yes­
terday and last night wounded, muni­
tions, baggage and stores streamed 
northward. The railroad and the Man­
darin road were almost blocked at the 
last moment, notwithstanding the fact 
that an immense amount of stores, etc., 
was removed' last week.

HONOLULU, March 9,—The inquest 
into the death of Mrs. Jane L. Stan­
ford has been postponed until tomor­
row. .The police surround the case 
with mystery. High Sheriff Henry ■ 
says that the inquest was postponed be­
cause the stenographer’s transcript of 
the testimony was not ready and the 
Hawaiian law requires the witness to 
read and sign their testimony in the 
presence ot the jury.

Sheriff Henry also said that he is not 
certain whether or not additional wit­
nesses will be called upon to testify.

BULLETIN.
WITH THE JAPANESE LEFT AR­

MIES. noon, Wednesday, via Fusan, 
Mar. 9. — The left armies have cut and 
destroyed the railroad between Muk­
den and Tie Pass. Particulars are not 
obtainable at present. The Russians 
are in retreat over the northern roads. 
The left column of these armies >s at 
Llkamfiu, eeven miles north of the 
Hun River and five miles west of the 
railroad, and has had a fierce fight 
with a Russian force thrice Its num­
ber. The Russian casualties number 
ten thousand. The Russian centre is 
retreating in great confusion.

BULLETIN.
ST. PETERSBURG. March 9,—The 

general staff has received the follow­
ing despatch from General Sakharoff, 
Kuropatkln’s chief of staff, dated to­
day: "Several fierce attacks on our 
north front were made during the 
night. They were all repulsed. In 
other directions the night was quiet."

clothed in Chinese clothing throughout. 
He whimpered for a moment, but re­
gained his nerve and struggled fiercely. 
He was thrown and killed while long 
trumpets fanfared. The chief of the 
bandits was a mild-mannered old man,
wearing a Japanese sword. He watch­
ed the executions unmoved. “They are 
spies,” he said, "and we should kill 
them. Besides it is difficult to trans­
port them."

On last Monday night the bandits 
surprised a small body of Russian 
scouts and killed 27, besides capturing 
the two that were beheaded.

The bandits suffered a slight loss. To­
day. the whole band, consisting of 200 
cavalry and 100 infantry termed a great 
circle on the outskirts of Slnmintln. 
The bronzed and stern featured Chin­
ese dismounted and held their gaily 
trapped and shaggy ponies. The men 
were armed to the teeth with long rifles 
and Mauzer pistols. The infantry was 
mostly turbaned, but many wore Rus­
sian caps. The Russian captives were 
brought to the centre of the circle wtth 
a flourish of trumpets, 
stripped and their arms bound togeth­
er behind their bodies. They were then 
turned over to a six foot executioner 
who smilingly drew his red sheathed 
sword, afterward wiping the blade on 
the clothing of the dead men. When 
the executions were finished, the corpses 
were left lying on the sunlit road. 
Bugles were sounded and the bandit 
cavalry swung into their saddles while 
the Infantry fell Into line and depart­
ed from the scene of the execution.

If 
Kuropatkin succeeds in drawing off his 
army, no matter how badly shattered, 
the war office insists that the situation 
will be unchanged.

1905.NEW ' YORK, Mar. 9. — With the 

opening of the third day In the Inter­
borough strike, there appeared to be a 
marked improvement in the operations 
of trains in the subway, 
little change was noted. Traffic on 
the east side elevated lines during the 
early hours was almost at a stand­
still.

On the surface lines, the same crowd­
ing which prevailed morning and nigh* 
since Monday, was in evidence.

Only isolated disturbances occured 
during the night and were limited to 
a few fistic encounters on elevated 
trains. Guards are maintained about 
the power house to prevent any at­
tempt on the part of the strikers to 
reach the engineers and firemen. It 
has been decided by the strikers’ exe­
cutive committee to ask the courts for 
an Injunction compelling the Interbor­
ough management to restore emergen­
cy brake cords and other safety appli­
ances alleged to have been removed 
from many cars when the strike was 
declared. In event of the company’s 
failure to restore these appliances, the 
strikers declare they would ask the 
city authorities to lnterefere also.

While General Manager Hedley states 
that many old men have returned to 
their old work, the strikers declare 
that not a man has deserted.
