RETURN ON

FROM EMPIRE'S BATTLE LINE

9.9, MISSANABIE

BIG LINER IN PORT YESTERDAY AFTER UN-
EVENTFUL PASSAGE ACROSS ATLANTIC.

Sergeant E. J. Puddy, Pte. Peterson nnd Pte: W, Garfield,
- all of this City, Back After “Doing their Bit"= Lt.
Col. Dennison in Charge of Party==Interesting Little
Stoties From the War Zone.

The stesmship Missahable, Captain
H. Parry, arrived in port and docked
at No, 6 berth, SBand Point, at six
o'clock last evening. The ship was
elght days on the voyage to 8t. John,
and there {s nothing unusual to report
on the trip. The ship in addition to
2,820 packages of mall brought 798
passengers, of this number 261 cabin,
and 587 third olass. There wete also
oh board 150 soldlers returned with
wounds, physically unfit, or for other
reasons, The greater number of these
wers placed on board a special train
that was awalting them at the dock,
and soon they were on thelr way to
Western Canada.

About twenty soldiers, some of them
wounded, were detained in the dis-
charge depot in the Immigration bulld-
"18. and as soon as arrangements are
completed they will be sent to their
homes. Three of those detained here
belong to the city, while the others
are enroute to Hallfax, Sydney and Jog-
glns Mines,

8t John Men Aboard.

One 8t. John man who returned is
Bergeant Hdward J. Puddy, who has
been under command of Major Magee
inh the heavy artillery, and who re.
sldes at 98 8t James' street, West St.
Johu. i
Another 8t John man 18 Private
Peterson of Queen street, West St.
John, but who has been out west for
some time and while thers enlisted
with the Princess Pats, The third Bt.
John man is Private Garfleld of 170
Adelalde street, and who has been
tnder Major McKean in the Army
Bervice OCorps.

As the big ship was belng warped
alongside the plerthe heart of Sgt.
Puddy was made glad for on the dock
to greet him weére his wife and three
little chil@ren, and when the blg ser
geant llmped ashore by the aid of a
cane the rednion of the brave father
and his wite and children was indeed
& happy one. 'The sergeant did not
have long to talk with his family as
he and others of the section detained
hers, were paraded to the discharge
depot,

Spoke of Major Magee,

Speaking of the life at the front
Sergeant Puddy referred in the very
highest terms to Major I'rank Magee,
who was {1 charge, ahd says the boys
are all proud of the fact that the
Major has recelved the D. 8. O. for
the grand work that he accomplished
with his battery. A1l the officers who
left 8t. John with Major Magee are
811l with him and when he left were
well and happy. There is one excep:
tlon, and that {8 1deut. Kelly who has
been transferred to the 4th Battery.
Bergeant Puddy eald that he heard
while in England that Major Magee
had been, or was to be promoted to
the rank of letitenant colonel, and the
sergeant sald that the Major deserv-
&d all the credit that could be given
him.

A Year of Hard Work.

fergeant Puddy sald that the bat
tery undet Major Mages landed in
Franos on the 9th of February, 1916,
and they have been on the first divi
#lon and working steadily ever sinoe
they got into the gcrap, Thelr poei.
tlons had not been moved very often
and it was a long time before the
sécond division came up to them. The
work done by the battery had been
of the very best. Sergeant Puddy
was wounded in the knee on the #ixth
of September last, ‘The wound was
caused by a pitce of bomb etriking
him. The bomb had been dropped
from 4 Hun aeroplane. The wound
Wis severe, but excellent care was giv.
e him in the hospital in France and
at Aldershot and Shorncliffe, Bng
land, and the sergeant now says that
he 1s getting along pretty well

Private Qarfield.

Private Qarfleld of 170 Adeluide St.
was seen by The Standard reporter.
The young soldier is looking fine and
#ays he hopeg that he will hot be de-

Private Ounle did not wish to talk
very much @bout the war, and appear-
ed to take the whole affair as a matter
of fact. When he finally got into con:
versation, one would almost think
that he was from St. John, for, when
wounded, he was fighting side by side
with 8t. John boys with the 6th
Mounted Rifies. It was in a battle at
Lacenes that Private Qurrie received
& bullet 4n the foot and put him out ot
the fight.

Private Cuttrie said he recdived the
very best of care at the 14th General
and the Manot House. As soon as
discharged he will raturn to his home
on the Island,

When asked how the St. John boys
in the Mounted Rifles were making out
he said that when he left them they
wers all well and happy, and every
one was keepitng up the good name
that the OCanadians have made as flght-
erg since the start of the war.

When asked how he liked the offic.
ers he sadd: “They are all right and
there are no better in the British
army. Major Markham, Lieut. George
Morrigsey and Lieut. BEddie Mooney
and Major Mclbean are .of the right
stuff, and the boys of the 6th would
g0 anywhers for them.

Private Gordon of the 25th Battal
fon I8 bound for Sydney.

Private P. J. Lawson.

Private P. J. Lawson of the 26th
hails from Halifax. He was injured
on the knee while in the trenches and
i8 now on his way home to the sister
eity. The wound was caused by a
mine explosion on the 8th of October
last.

Private C. Cowan.

Private C. Cowan hails from Winni-
peg anda member of the famous Prn-
cess Pats. He recelved a wound on
the knee. Speaking of life at the
front Private Cowan said he had been
through a number of hand fights and
got clear all right until the 8th of last
May when he got struck and put out
of the game. After he was fixed up a
bit he went back on transport duty.

Private Cowan sald he enlisted with
the Princess Pats in the west and was
with them from the day they left
Canada up to the time he was wound:
ed. He wag one of the obiginal Pats
and has certainly had a great deal of
experience. Ie says that he does not
intend to return to the west but may
go to Yarmouth to visit his aunt, Mrs,
Seiger, who resides on a farm outside
of Yarmouth,

Private J. P. Niokerson,

Private J. P. Nickerson of the 17th,
hails from Halifax and has been sent
back home on account of iliness.

Private T. E. Charlon,

Private T. E, Charlon of Halfax,
who went across with the 17th, when

| While the returned heroes wers be-
|ing removed from the ship to the cars
in walting one case caused sadness to
spread over the faces of the many
persons who were standing about Hm!
foot of the gangway. The orderlies
were carrying a stretcher and lying|
on it with his legs bandaged up, wear-
ing a dreesing gown, and with his
head resting on a pillow, was the
form of a soldier who was bound for
hig home in the west, He was & young
fellow, not more than. twenty-three
years-of age. He had been wounded
at the base of the spiue and his legs
were paralyzed. The unfortunate
young hero was lying there helpless.
He did not bear the expression of one
in pain, nor did he look unhappy, but
wore the look of a brave man satisfied
that he had done his bit for King and
corntry. As he was belng carried
th*ough the rows of men and women
who looked on with interest, the lad
turned his head to one side and emil
ed

reading matter, cigarettes and choco-
late. As the returned heroes paraded
from the ship down the gangway and
into the warehouse those in the ware.

cheers and a tiger.

The returned soldfers were wel-
comed with loud cheera.

G. L. Bull, who was a mem-
ber of the Royal Canadian Dragoons,
has returned to Canada and will, it is
understood, be appointed adjutant of
one of the new battallons.

Capt. R. A. Matthews of Toronto, C.
A, M. C, medical officer in charge of
the party, expeots to return to his
duties on the other side very soon.

A Wounded Officer.

Lieut, G. W, Harrls of Bear River,
N. 8, eniisted in the 17th Nova Scotia
Battalion. On his arrival on the other
slde he was transferred to the 15th
Battalion, better known as the 48th
Highlanders. He joined the battalion
in May last, just after the battle of
Pestubert. He was in Givenchy, Mes-
sines and Ploegsterrt. On the 28th
day of November last he got in the
way of a rifle bullet at Ploegsterrt and
has been in hospital ever since. He
was machine gun officer of his com.
pany and sald they had been in some
warm corners. The day he got his,
was one of them; he was directing
the fire of his gun when a sniper hit
aim, the bullet struck just below the
collar bone, passed down through the!
lvng and came out his back, just miss-
ing the backbone. It cut the main ar-
tery in the chest and he thought for
& time he was all in. The left arm
was completely paralyzed but is com-
ing right now. He said he never saw
the equal of the Canadian troops for
looking on the bright side of things.
They always had a smile and a joke
no matter how bad conditions were.
They had bhad plenty of hardships to
go through, but things were better
now. They had not the least doubt
but that they were going to win in
this war. They were waiting and long.
ing for the big drive to begin as they
thought the Germans had been long
enough in France and Belgium
