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PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD
TRANSACTS MUCH BUSINESS

Will Meet Next Year at Moncton--Much Criticism of Halifax
Ladies’ College--Recommendation That Ministers Get
Increased Salary--Three Sessions Yesterday at Sydney.

Sydney, Oct. 4—The opening session of
the Presbyterian Synod of the Maritime
Provinces was held in St.Andrew’s church
last evening. Rev. Dr. Edwip Smith, mod-
erator, in the chair. There were about 300
clerical and lay delegates present. Divine
service was conducted by the moderator,
who preached a powerful sermon, taking
as his theme Acts 17th chapter, and 16th
verse: “Now while Paul waited for them
at Athens, his spirit was stirred in him
when he saw the city full of idols.”

The nominees for the office of moder-
ator were: Rev. Dr. Cumming, of West-
ville; Rev. Dr. E. D. Millar, of Yarmouth;
Rev. Donald McDougal; Rev. A. D. Fal-
coner, and Rev, A. McLean Sinclair. The
two latter declined.

Upon a vote Rev. E. D. Millar was
elected mcderator for the ensuing year,
and was led to the chair by the mover
and scconder of his nomination.

Dr. Sedgewick then announced a reply
from Dr. R. G. Balfour, of Edinburgh,
and also from the General Assembly to
the resolution of the last synod express-
ing eympatby with the United Free
Church of Scotiand.

The synod met at 9.30 this morning,
opening with devotional exercises, which
ocoupied about an hour. Mention was
made that the present was the jubilee
year of Rev. Robert Murray, of the
Presbyterian Witness. Rev. Dr. Millar,
the moderator, and others made wefer;
ence to the distinguished serviee rendered
by Dr. Murray to the church, not only
by his journalistic capacity, but by his
contribution to the work of the church
generally. A committee was appoinwed to
make arrangements for a suitable celebra-
tion of Dr. Murray’s jubilee.

An appeal was presented to Mr. B. T.
Creelman ‘against the decision of the
Truro Presbytery that the jmanse of the
Riverside congregation should, be erected
at Bass River. A committee was appoint-
ed to take the matter into consideration
and report to the syncd.

The report of the.l.anter church build-
ing fund then came up for consideration.
This fund which has been in existence for
thirty years, has been of value to weak
congregations, and during that time 170
congregations have received free grants
to the amount of $23,930.85. Free loans
have been given to thirty-six congrega-
tions to the extent of $23,130, all of which
has been repaid except a comparatively
small sum. Last vear there was granted
to Ship Harbor $150, to Grove's Point
$100, to New Germany $150.a total of $400.
The capital now amounts to $38,594.96.

An overture: was presented by Dr.
Fotheringham asking the synod to memor-
ialize the General Assembly not to admit
ministers of other than the Preshyterian
church and to its mimistry without reor-
dination, The resoluiion was seconded by
Mr. J. K. Munnis, of Halifax. Rev. A,
McLean Sinciair, Rev. Dr. McCrea, Rev.
Dr. Isaac Murray were strongly in opposi- |
tion to the resolution. Dr. Sedgewick ex-
pressed himself as strongly in sympathy '
with Dr. Fotheringham’s resoluticn, but
thought that the synod was not yet pre-
pared to adopt it.

Adjourned.

Afternoon Session.

Previous to the opening of the afternoon
gession the corner stone of the new ¥al-
meuth street church was Jaid with appro-
priate ceremony, conducted by D. Millar,
the moderator.

After the synod was formally opened for |
business the first order was to fix the place
of the next meeting. An invitation ex:
tended by Rev. D. MecOdrum, of St
John’s church, Moncton, was accepted and
the synod will convene in that city next
year.

Mayor Fullerton, who was introduced

cordially welcomed by the moderator. He
reciprocated the greeting by extending 2
warm welcome to the ddl.gates and ex-

tions Sydney had to offer, the first meet-
ing in Cape Breton would prove both
pleasant and profitable.

The report ot the augmentation com-
mittee presented by Rev. Dr. Tufts, show-
ed that the expenditure of $11,000 last
vear exceeded the revenue by about $2.000.
The report explained that the deficit was
dus to th® exceeding!y lean year. Fifty-'
eight congregations received aid, two of
which had now become s:1f-supporting and
three had become vacant, but to offset
this five new congregations had been ereet-
ed, =0 that the figure remained as before.

Bvening Session.

The synod was convened at 7.30 and the
report of the Theological College at Hali-|
fax was presented by the chairman of the |
college board, Dr. McMillan. It was an-|
nounced that this year the staff would
remain the same and that Principal Em-
eritus Pollock would deliver a course of
lectures. There were thirty one students
and eleven graduates. Although the pros-
pective graduates for next year are only
four the incoming classes will be larger.
The receipts were $13,493 and expenditure
$14,618, leaving a deficit of §1,535.

The report recommended that the salar-
ies of professors should be increased. At
present the college is run more cheaply |
than any other in Canada. The report was
seconded Rev. A. B. McLeod, Truro, and |
Principal Falconer and President Pollock
made strong appeals on behalf of the col-
lege.

The report of the committee on home
missions was presented by Rev. J. S.
Sutherland, who made a fervent plea for
more men and more money. He was sup-
ported by Rev. A. Gordon Drake, of St.
Stephen, and Rev. A. H. Campbell, of
Lower Stewiacke.

The report of the committee on foreign
missions was presented by Rev. Dr. Mil-|
lar. Reference was made to the workl"
done in the various fields. Dr. Armand
will soon return from the New Hebrides
after an absence of twenty years. In
Trinidad the work was most encouraging,
and in Korea, wheae it was interrupted
by the war, the service would now go
forward with renewed energy. The Rev.
Dr. Griemson was seriously ill but but
hopes were entertained of his early re-
covery. The speaker reported a deficit of
some $3,000 at the close of the year and
it was estimated that $43,000 would be
required to meet the requirements of the
coming year. Kirk Gairloch,Pictou county,
would contribute annually $400 toward the
support of a missionary in Trinidad, and:
James Church, New Glasgow, had en-
gaged to furnish $500 annually for a lady
teacher in Korea. He made a strong ap-
peal to the young men to go into the
field. The resolution was moved by Rev.
Ernest Forbes, of New Glasgow, aud sec-
onded by Judge Forbes, of St. John. The
synod then adjourned.

“Something has happened in connection
with the proposed bank merger. After
the semi-weekly meeting of the directors
of the Bank of New Brunswick this morn-
ing one of the board told your corre-
spondent that while he was not at liberty
to say what had taken place at the recent
conference between a committee from the
directors and the Bank of Montreal di-
rectors, he could say that there is no
propesition to sell or buy. He declared
there is absolutely nothing of that kind
before the directors and nothing to eub-
mit to the stockholders., What the future
might bring he would not say.

“It is generally believed the local di-
rectors have refused the proposition made
to them.

“In some quarters there is a disposition
to criticize the directors for considering
consolidation at all, and some severely cen-
sure the manager, W. E. Stavert, blaming
him for influencing the directors in that
direction.
