His
Lordship was daogerously ill while crossing
the Atlantic, got better before landing, but
had a relapsc soon after, All the religious
communities of the diocese have instituted
special prayers for the recovery of a life so

Philadelphia, Sept. 19 —Midnight—For-
ney's;Press has just received l;}‘g‘hlf interest-
ing intelligence from Gen. McClellan’s army
up to noon today, which the Editor kindly
farnishes to the Associated Press. The sub-
stance of its special correspondence is briefly
as follows ;—Karly last bight the enemy
commenced crossing the Shephardstown
bridge and two fords above and below it,
During the night McClellan advanced a bat-
tery and shelled them from the surround-
ing hills. The dead and wounded found
this morning give evidence of the ability of
ourofficers in directing the fire of guns on
discovering the movement of the enemy.

The last seen of the enemy they were
flying in the direction of Winchéster and
it is supposed they would retreat precipi-
taly on to Richmond. Qur entire army
had crossed Antietam Creek and the Poto-
mac opposite Sheppardstown. There was
every evidence that McClellan would cross
the river. The loss of Generals und field
officers in our army is so large as to be un-
accountable. Rebel deserters represent the
loss of the enemy’s officers equally severe.

I was understood that Gen. Burnside
has crossed into Virginia via Harper's Fer-
ry and is moving on the enemy.

Deserters report that the recent movemebt
of the rebels in crossing into Virginia was
-olely conducted by Stonewali Jackson,
The other chief officers, Lee, and Longstreet,
&ec., being either wounded or being to much
fatigued to be efficient. They also state
that it was believed in the rebel army that a
force of federal troops had passed ,through
Thorofare Gap and intercepted their ad-
vance, and they supposed the movement was
under the direction of Sigel, of whém they
stand in great dread.
