The nows of his decease came ae a great shock 
to large numbers of people in this city and din 
tllct, where hie wan for bo many years an bon 
ored, nai, a beloved name. Five years ago 
Father Tiernan was transferred from the 
rectorship of the Cathedral to Mount Carmel, 
owing t,o the work hero having become too 
heavy for his advancing years and decreasing 
physical strength.

Rev, M. J. Tiernan was born In the county 
of Essex Ont., two miles from Essex Centre, 
in May. 1816. and is a sou of James and Mary 
(Ward) Tiernan. wbn were born In county 
Leitrim and county Donegal. Ireland, in 1791 
and 1809, respectively. In 183 > the father im­
migrated to tho United Stales, ard after ro 
elding for about three years tn New York, 
wont to Canton. Ohio, whore he became ac 
qualnted with Mies Ward, who was brought 
to America by her parents in 1810. and their 
marriage was consummated In 1884. The same 
year they moved to Detroit, and in 183o. dur­
ing the chclera epidemic, bo sent his wifear.d 
one child for safety to a farmer living on tho 
Canada side. She became so pleased wrh the 

untry that Mr. Tiernan sold out in Detroit 
and moved to Canada purchasing one hue 
dred acres of land in Kteex county, and as 
their family increased he purchased more

In Syracuse on Monday. May 2nd, Florence 
Richards, beloved wife of Howard McCann, 
and only sister of Frank and Fierce Richard*. 
Kingston. Canadi, died suddenly, luceased 
w as married only one year. Her mother died 
December U.h, 10Ai.
