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maintenance of their wife and
children dependeth, but are like-
wile hurtfull in divers other
wayes, asby neglecting and ma-
. king themfclues vnfit for their
labour, by purloyning and ftea-
hng from their owners, and by
making vnlawfull fhifts co fupply
their diforders, &c. which difor-
ders they frequently follow fince
thefe occafions haue prcfented
themf{elues.
~ Lafttly, That vpon the Sun-
dayes the Company affemble in
meet places, and haue diuine Ser-
“uice to beefaid by fome of the
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
