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2. Resolved, That towards making good the Supply granted to Her Majesty for the
financial year ending 30th June, 1823, the sum of $26,168,244.38 be granted out of the
Consolidated Revenue Fund of Canada.

The said Resolutions, being read a second time, were agreed to.

Ordered, That the Honorable Mr. Mackenzie have leave to bring in a Bill for grunting
to Her Majesty certain sums of money required for defraying certain expenses of the
Public Service for the financial years ending respectively the 30th June, 1874, and the
30th June, 1875, and for other purposes relating to the Public Service. :

He accordingly presented the said Bill to the House, and the same was received and
read the first time ;

Ordered, That the Bill be now read a second time.

The Bill was accordingly read a second time.

Ordered, That the Bill be now read the third time.

The Bill was accordingly read the third time.

Resolved, That the Bill do pass.

The Bill was accordingly read a second time ; and committed to a Committee of the
whole House.

The House accordingly resolved itself into the said C)mmittee, and after some time
spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair ; and Mr. Brouse reported, That the Com-
mittee had gone through the Bill, and made an amendment thereunto.

Ordered, That the amendment be now taken into consideration.
