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Widely separated though we
are geographically, with very
different cultures, languages,
attitudes, political and religious

time by an unprecedented com-
mon danger. This danger, of a
nature and magnitude never be-
fore faced by man, is born of a
confluence of several pheno-

mena. Each of them would
present us with almost unman-
ageable problems; together they
present not only the probability
of vast increases in human suf-

fering but the virtual extinct
.ion of human life on Earth.

As biological and other en-
vironmental scientists, we do
not speak to the feasibility of

loyalties, we are united in our
particular solutions to these

problems, but out of our con-
viction that the problems exist,
are global and interrelated, and
that solutions can be found
only if we abandon limited
selfish interests to the realiza-
tion of a common need.

THESE ARE THE PROBLEMS
ENVIRONMENTAL DE-

TERIORATION. The quality
of our environment is deter-

joriating at an unprecedented
rate. It is more obvious in
some parts of the world than
in others, and in those areas
environmental  deterioration
scems a remote and irrelevant
phenomenon. But there is cnly
one environment ; what happens
to a part affects the whole.
The most widely recognized
example of this process is the
penetration into food - chains
all over the world of poisonous
substances such as inercury,
lead, cadmium, DDT &.. ! other
chlorinated organic compounds
which have been found in the
tissues of birds and other ani-
mals far removed from their
points of release.
