Dr. Douglas holds a bach­
elor’s degree in civil engineer­
ing and a PhD in geotechnical 
engineering. He teaches civil 
engineering courses on pave­
ment design, pavement manage­
ment and embankments.

Pimlott Award, Prof. Hinds won 
an original acrylic painting called 
Hip Wader/Great Blue Heron by 
wildlife artist Joseph Pearce.

Professor Hal Hinds of the biol­
ogy department was awarded the 
1994 Douglas H. Pimlott Award 
by the Canadian Nature Federa­
tion.

The award, which is the federa­
tion’s most prestigious, is named 
after the late wildlife biologist 
Douglas Pimlott, who started his 
professional career with a bach­
elor’s degree in forestry from 
UNB in 1949.

Cited as a foremost New Bruns­
wick conservationist and a lead­
ing botanical authority, Hinds is a 
founder of the New Brunswick 
Nature Trust and former president 
of the New Brunswick Federation 
of Naturalists.

In 1992, Hinds was awarded the

“I want to focus on interactive 
distance education technology 
to make courses available to a 
wider audience.”

This term, for the first time, 
Bisson plans to use the Internet 
to make a seminar course 
available to students at UNB 
in Saint John and at 
TeleEducation sites through­
out the province.

“I also want to build aware­
ness of the program and make 
it a service to the community,” 
said Bisson. “1 hope to make 
this program a model of how 
the university can interact with 
the business community and 
government.”
