HE educational facilities are equal, if not superior, to many munici-
palities of much larger population. In Armstrong we have a
graded school, employing five teachers, and a High School with
two teachers. Throughout the municipality there are seven rural schools
at convenient points, presided over by an efficient staff of teachers. The
district is fortunate in having a Board of School Trustees whose hearts are

in their work, their aim being efficiency; results are what they aim for,

and the standard reached is evidence that their efforts are fruitful.
