This Institution’was cpened on the
9th January, so that it has been hardly five
months in existence. We understand that
the number of pupils attending the Academy
is 1.

We have looked forward with a copside-
rable degree of pleasure to the semi-annual
Public Examination of the ('asses in the
St. Jobn's Wesieyan Academy. To ali
friends of Methodism this youthful institu-
tion is an object of more than ordinary in-
terest, promising as it does, to confer vpon
their families, as well as the public generally
who may avail themselves of iis advantages,
blessings of a high order. It was announced
on Sabbath last that the promised exercises
shou!d take place on the following day,
Monday, the 4th June, commencing at ten
o'clock, a.m. Aninvitation was respectfully
tendered to the parents of the pupils, and
all others who might feel inclired to be pre-
sent on the occasion.

Pressing engagements prevented us from
visiting the Academy at the hour advertised,
but at a few minutes after ten we joined the
numbers who still continued to proceed tbi-
ther. The first object which attracted our
attention was the improved appearance of
the building itself. Having passed throogh
the various apartments adjoining the Aca-
demy school-rooms, we were enabled merely
to notice that there was pleasing ‘indication
of taste and skill in the general arrangement,
and, certainly the Directors must feel justly
proud of the resuit of their effurts here dur-
ing the past twelve months,

We found in the chief: teaching depart-
ment a.large attendance of res)cctable spec-
tators, and pupils whose coanter ances seemed
to indicate not a little intelligence. They
were evidently anticipating sometbing ani-
mating and important in cornection with
the approaching exercises. A ‘class of ju-
nior readers was completing their lesson as
we entered. The first glance at the eager
students convinced us tha: they regarded
their teacber with very diff-rent feelings to
those which bad so often moved ourselves to
momentary sadness under the old system ot
rod and frown. Their little faces were turned
upward occasionally with' smiles of confi-
dence, as if mentally ejacalating “ Yes, Sir,
we shall endeavoar to please ycu.” -Among
the crowd of spectators we noticed some ten
or twelve Wesleyan Ministers, who attended
to the entire proceedings with unabated in-
terest

A class in Natural History came next.
One hundred and eight pages, the Teacher
informed us, had been master~d during rhe
five months the Academy bad been opened.
The prowp:itude and exacine:s with which
the boys described the purport of each les-
son, or turned from one to the other of the
various divisions and sub-divicions of their
study, satisfied us that some:hing more thau
mere recitation was aimed at.—The reason-
ing on various subjects was lacid and credit-
able ; the students had been stu-lents indeed.
Mica and Graoite, Lions and Dromedaries,
Nitrog€o and Oxyged were ail described with
an accurateness and readiness which plainly
said—We know them. It woaid not sur-
prise us to learn at a fature d-y that some
of that class bad attained to em:nence us sci-
entificmen. The parents must have enjoyed
the exercise richly.

Next came the Latin clacses. The third
class reviewed from tbe beginning of the
Grammar to the last page which had been
learned by the scholars.—Tbte Rules were
repeated with admirable fluency and a few
misules were spent in transiation. The
firet and second classes gave evidence thata
good foundation was being laid for classical
training.

The discipline, it is
evident, is mild bat firm ; and no stranger
can possibly be present for a few moments
without perceiving that it is effecting its high
object Mr. Reid's aim appears to bs first
to interest, then to inetruct. For this pur-
pose he endeavours to gain the confidence of
his pupils, to show them that he is willingto
bear a portion of their burden, and render
their pathway to knowledge as pleasing as
possible. The Wesleyans of this city may
well congratulate themselves on baving se-
cured a man in every respect co valuable.
To them the most gratifying featare con-
nected with the Institution is, that (he exer-
cises are invariably conducted with the most
serious view to the spiritual as well as the
intellectval training of the students To
the cause of God this Academy must prove
an invalvable nequisition ; and devoutly do
we pray that the Great Fountain of all
knowledge—He'to whose high service the
Institution has been most sacredly dedicated
—may own it, and advance by His own un-
erring guidance its important interests in
every particular. Most cheerfully do we
recommend the St. Jobn’s Wesleyan Aca-
demy to tbe notice of all Christian parents
in this Island, who desire to secare for their
children such an education as may prepare
them to occupy creditable and uselul posj-
tions in Society and in the Charch.

Mr. Reid, we are informed, is prepared
to take charge of pupils by providing them
withBoard and sll suitable accommodation in
the Academy Buildings. His extensive ex-
perience fully qualifies him 10 take the
supervision of the morals of any who may
be placed under his care.

Children of Religious Parents,

It is an interesting question why the chil-
dren of religious paren:s are 20 seldow con-
- verted, and not unfrequeatly are more hos-
tile to religion than those who bave had no
religious training.—The reasons usvally as-
signed are, that they become disgusted with
reiigion by the importonity of their parents ;
that severe early restraints become irksome
and react ; that the imperfections which they
observe in the domestic condact of their re-
latives destroy their confidence, &ec., &c. I
doubt most of the usual reasoniog on this sub-
ject. It may apply in particular cases, but it
does not solve the whole problem. Where
these delects bave not existed, the results
bave been the same. The most paiaful ex-
amples I haye known were in the families
of devoted and judicious ministers, some of
whose children, whom I can at this moment
recall, are reeling to the grave drunkards.
| think the reason lies deeper than is usually
conjectured. There is a profound fauit
somewhere in our system of religious train-
ing —Thbe constitution of the human mind
requires the Scriptural mode of enforcing
religion, and admits of no other, and this 8
not the mode adopted iu the religious educa-
tion of children. Let me explain.

We have two classes of babits, passive
and active. The facility of the former is
diminished, while that of the latter is increas-
ed, by exercice. The surgeon, in the begin-
ning of his profession, may feel a painful
sympathy for the suffering of his patient.
This very sympathy may unnerve his hand,
and smbarrass his operation.—By familiar-
ity with suifering his sympatbies may har-
den—the passive susceptibility abates, until
the agonies of his writhing subject scarcely
discompose bis feelings. Bat with this in-
crease of feeliug there is an increase of tact
in the use of bis instruments—the active ba-
bit is improved, so that the most unteeling
operations are generally the most accurate
and secure. The experience of the drunk-
ard is another example ; in proportion as he
advances in his vicious habi: does his sascep-
tibility of agreeable excitement diminish,
The draught that at first intoxicated becomes
powerless, and to have cffect, must Ye in-
creased as he advances.

This interesting law applies equally to
ogr moral nature. Let an individual be
passive, but inactive, amid the examples and
admonitioos of religion, and he will ine-
vitably degenerate. So well known is
this fact, that the popular language, without
scrutinizing the reason, has characterized
such as * gospel-hardened.” The most thril-
ling appeals of truth fall on their ears like
the breath of the wind, while others, 2 han-
dred fo!d more debased in vice, but less ac-
customed to re'igious motives, quake with
trembling.—Now, does not this consider-
ation explain the irreligion of the children
of religious parents? They witness con-
stantly examples of religion, but is it the case
that parents labour directly for their conver-
sion? It is to be feared that direct efforts
for the salvation of children are rare.” We
teach them its doctrines, and discipline them
to some of its moralities, bat we do not treat
them as the gospel treats sinmers—urging
them to immediate repentance and frith as
the means of regeneration and the ground of
all true practieal virtue? 1 have often
thought, in my obs:rvations oa Christian
families, that the indirectness with which re-

The first thing which cannot fail to strike
the mind on the examination of the above
Table, is the very general increase through-
out the Connexion. In but one District is
there a small decrcase, whereas in all the
others, hitberto reported, there is an acces-
sion, and in some to a considerable extent.

The conclusion to which we may very

fairly come from this state of things, is, that
Wesleyan Methodism is in a healthy con-
dition. We make this record with devoui
gratitude to God, who Las thas honoured
the several agencies employed to promote
the one great object for which in the estima-
tion of Mr. Wesley we as * United Societies”
exigt—* the spread of scriptaral holipess
thoughout the land.” Whbilst we acknow-
ledge with thaoksgiving the general pros-
perity with whick. as a Ciurch we have
been favoured, it is also our duty to state
that in some Circuits the Holy Spirit has
been more abundantly poured forth, and
large masses of persons have been brought
under His influences. This is indicated not
only by an increase of upwards of 15,000
members, after supplying the vacancies
occasioned by the departurc of many to their
eternal reward,—by removals to distan:
Circaits,.and by the love of some growing
cold ; but also by the admission on Trial for
membership at the minisicrial visitation of
the Classes in March last of upwards thus
far of 26,000 persons.
We can only offer the suggestion, but we
think it will meet with very general response,
that if the Couference would give directions
that tkere be inserted in the Schedules issued
to Superintendents, and - which they are
required to return to the Financial Secre-
taries to enuble them to prepare for the Dis-
trict Meetings, a line for Deaths as well as
for members on Trial and in Society, we
should be able to publish the number
annually, and thus furmish & more com-
pleie index of the numerical state of the
Connexion.

The infloence of the addition te our
Sacieiies we this year report upon the state
of our Finances is just what might bave
been expeeted. We Lave reason to know
that the several Counexional Funds are in &
prosperous condition ; so much so, that we
shall be very much mi taken if it will not be
found that the year which bas witnessed the
largest income of our Foreign Missionary
Society, has also been crowned with a pro-
portionate financial increase to oar other
Iastitutions.

Another very encouraging sign of the
presesce and approbation of the Head of the
Church, is seen in the number of Candidates
for the Ministerial office. If (hese be few
aod infrequent, nothing more certainly indi-
