wheat flour, beef and bacon for the sol-
diers, will find a considerable number of
wholesale substitutes.
-‘l‘_onve'butlur.hﬂeynuh
used for soup and barley flour for thick-
ening; corn meal for brgad and cereal;
oatmeal for cereal and oat muffins.
Potatoes may be used in a variety of
appetizing dishes—and when they are
served may sometimes be omit-
ted from the meal. At present the price
of corn meal is high, but the new crop
in the United States is very large and
will be coming on the market soon.
The question of price has to be carefully
considered by the great majority of
seople( but those who cam afford to do
so should substitute in part other cer-
eals for wheat even if the price of the
substitutes should be higher.

For meat, fish is a peculiarly suitable
substitute because of the variety avail-
able ‘and the abundant sources of sup-
ply in the Dominion. Beans have nearly
the same food values as meat.
