Mg, EpIToR,— Referring to the sub-

Kentville on last Monday week I
would impress on the minds of all
who intend to exhibit at the Royal
Horticaltural Show the absolute ne-
cessity of making early and careful
preparation to grow fruit of the best
quality, by extra feeding, cultivation
and thinning, so that you may have
something well grown to select from,

Last year our truit was wuch above
the average in quality, and geve us
the leading position without much
previous preparation, otherthan sel-
ection,

It is important that we hold that
position, and to do so we must use all
the skill and care possible from now
until the fruit is fit to pick and pack,

able a season as the last, We must
expect & much stronger competition
from both Ontario and British Colum-
bia, if all we hLear is true,
must be prepared to meet it as far as
possible.

Nor should we coufine ourselvea to
apples alone, We can, aud do, grow
fine pears and quinces which, with
the ald of cgld-storage, can be success-
fully shown in the nutural state, Then
there i the important and growing
fndustry of cranberry culture, which
must not be ‘lost sight o,  This fruit
should be show in sufficient quanti
ty to draw attention, and should be
packed in small, peat boxes or bas-
kets go that it may be sold to the
consumer in the original package,

‘Then the manuluctured products of
our orchurds must not be neglected,
Evaporated and canned apples, taste-
fully put up, cider and vinegar, pro-
perly made, should hnd a place in
such quantity as to attract attention
and possibly create a demand in the
muarket for these goods. By this

Death of J. F. L. Parsons.

Jonathan F, L, Parsons, Agent of
the Marine and Fisheries Department
tor Nova Scotia for the past fifteen
years, died at his residence in Hali-
fax on Monday night, after a short
illness. Mr. Parsons, who was sixty-
eight years old, was prominent in the
Congervative party in the seventies,
cighties and early nineties, and was
appointed to his present position two
years before the accession of the pres-
eut Government to power. In tem
perance and religious aftairs he also
took a prominent part. Mr. Parsons
was born in Liverpool, N, S., on Jan.
10, 184i. When a boy he attended
school at his native town. At the
age of ten years, he met with an ac-
cident which necessitated him using
crutches until he was fifteen years
old, Mr. Parsons taught school for
some time in Chelsea and also in
Liverpool and subsequently attended
the Normal School under Dr. Forres-
ter, where he graduated in 1860,
Then alter two years more spent at
Liverpool in teaching he came to
Horton Academy, where he was both
pupil and teacher. He graduated from
Acadia College in 1867 with the de-
gree of B, A, and took the honors in
Mental and Moral Science, In addi-

Tmmediateély thereon He was ap
pointed principal of the Brunswick
street school, Haiilax, where he re-
mained for one year, In 1868 he was
appointed Government Inspector of
schools for Hallfax county and he
beld this position for four years, In
1873 he was elected Grand Scribe ol
the Sons of Temperance of Nova
Scotia,

In the previous year Mr. Parsons
begno the study of law in the office
of the Hon. Hiram Blanchard, He
was Grand Worthy Patriarch of the
Sons of Temperance in 1672 73 and
then Grand Scribe for geven years,
Being admitted to the bar of Nova
Scoti, he formed a partnership with
