‘ference held at Halifax last Week,
it was definitely decided to go on
with the scheme, and have an Old
Home Summer in Nova Scotia in
1924. A committee was appoint-

by William Duff, M, P., of Lun-
enburg. Its reading was inter-
rupted by frequent and prolonged
applause,.
