THE BREED TO KEEP.

A Question That an Experienced Mae 
Finds It Hard to Answer.

J» A. T„ wants to start dairying on 
his firm and asks what breed of cows 
he bad better adopt, what breed I have 
and if they are satisfactory. A dozen 
years ago 1 could have answered this 
question rather positively and definite­
ly, as I could a good many other direct 
questions, but it is wonderful what an 
effect half a score of years of severe 
practical experience on the farm and 
careful observation have in making a 
man conservative, says L. VY. Eighty 
in National Stockman and Farmer. He 
will not venture to tell a man just 
what he is to do and how he is to do it 
Some of his finest (?) plans would not 
work out in his own hands. How could 
he expect them to do so secondhand?

In selecting a breed of cows for 
dairying a person should consider him­
self and his environments. The breed 
that a person admires most is likely to 
prove the best in his hands if carefully 
studied and properly handled. For 
dairy purposes it is of course advisable 
to select a typical dairy breed, though 
I have known men to make at least a 
partial success with a beef breed, 
though not typical beef cows. It might 
possibly bé helpful to the questioner 
and others in selecting a breed of cat­
tle to mention a few of the chief char­
acteristics of a few of the commonest 
dairy breeds. The Channel Island cat­
tle (Jerseys and Guernseys) were orig­
inated and bred on the islands of this 
name, where the climate is not nearly 
as severe as in our northern states. If 
we turn the island cow with our native 
and then use our old methods of little 
or no shelter in winter and compel the 
COWS to hustle over the huls for their 
feed in summer, the native is likely to 
come out ahead. The same is true of 
Holsteins. In their native home, the 
Netherlands, they often share part of 
the house with the family. Feed Is 
abundant and of the right kind. Their 
bodies are very heavy, and their bones 
are not constructed to travel miles over 
hills aud valleys to find a day’s living. 
I know men who have lots of rough 
land that furnishes some pasture and 
who are opposed to “babying” cows, as 
they put it who keep Ayrshires with 
very good results. Their native home 
is a cold and rough country and pro­
duces good, rugged stock. The Swiss 
are credited with the same qualities. 
But do not for a moment think that 
any breed can be had that will bear 
neglect, only that some are better hus­
tlers than others.

Corn For the Silo.
Corn should be put into the silo when 

it is almost ready to cut and can be 
put in at the time it is ripe enough to 
cut with good results. Formerly it 
was thought best to cut corn when 
rather green for silage, but later prac­
tice leans toward the stage of ripeness 
—just before it begins to dry out aud 
the stalks become woody.

With sorghum we should think that 
it should also be well ripened before 
being made into silage, as at that stage 
the sugar in the juice is fully matured 
and the seeds are most valuable as 
feed.—Dairy and Creamery.

It May Be So.
A missionary In London declared re­

cently that in response to an appeal 
for articles for use on an African farm 
a milking stool was sent to him from 
England and that one day the negro 
farm hand returned to the house with 
the stool badly battered, declaring that 
the cow refused to sit on it.—Exchange.

When the cows are to be kept in the 
stable through the winter, each stall 
should have its drinking trough kept 
filled with water where the cows can 
reach it at any time, says farmers’ 
bulletin No. lot. Issued by the agricul­
tural department at Washington. Such 
an arrangement is not expensive, as 
iron troughs large enough for the use 
of two cows in adjoining stalls can b» 
purchased very cheaply. By placing 
them on a level in connection with a 
supply pipe and using a single float 
valve to regulate the flow, there will 
be no waste and each trough will re­
ceive a frequent supply of fresh water. 
There are objections to this individual 
system of watering, however, and 
some good dairymen prefer the over­
flow trough so placed that cows can go 
to it in stormy weather without ex­
posure.

When the cows are to spend the day 
out of doors the feed lot should be well 
provided with troughs, so that each 
animal can drink whenever she wishes 
without danger of the weaker being 
worried and driven away by the stron­
ger.

Gentle Treatment of Cows.
Every owner of a cow should see 

that gentle and quiet means are used 
In drawing the milk from her. Many 
good cows are spoiled by. rough milk­
ers. When it can be done, the same 
person should milk the same cow every 
time. Gentle treatment will surely pay, 
and the matter of profit should always 
be kept in the foreground. We like 
*n vee the cow reach around and lick 
the milker; then one can be sure that 
harmony does prevail.

Canadian Bntter For Australia.
While last year Australia exported 

15,000 tons of butter, this year the 
drought has so cut off the feeding crop 
that there has lately been a carload of 
Canadian butter sent there in a steam­
er from Vancouver. The price paid 
for it was above that paid in Canadian 
markets. It goes in cold storage and 
if it reaches there in good condition 
further orders are expected.

No progress has been made on the 
‘ Atlmtic.ind Lake Superior" Railway 

Dill introduced into the House bv Mr. 
Hall M. P. a former dnector of the 
road. The reason for \his is that Mr. 
Marcil moved in ameiklment to the 
motion made by Mr. Monk for second 
reading, the six months hoist seconded 
by Mr. Lemieux. Mr. Monk not be­
ing prepared to support his m-.tion 
asked to withdraw it hut the speaker 
objecting to this as irregular, Mr. In­
gram came to his relief by stating that 
the bill could not then be proceeded 
with/fas it was not printed in French. 
Since then the hill has twice been call­
ed but in both occasions the promo­
ters have asked to have it stand pro­
bably not caring to have a debate while 
their application for another bill was 
pending at Quebec and to pervent an 
expose of the methods employed in 
Bonaventure county and the treatment 
which has been meted out to the 
population by the company. The bill 
will again be called after the Easter 
recess and if it is not then proceeded 
with Mr Marcil will move that the 
order be discharged and the bill stand 
from the order paper. An interesting 
deoate may came up if the promoters 
attempt to defend their bill. They 
will chiefly rely upon Mr. T. C. Ca.->- 
grain M P. for Montmorency who is
the solicitor of the trustees to defend
it. By this bill the old company ask 
purely and simply that their old char­
ter from Gaspè to Sault St. Marie be 
revived and that they be authorized to 
amalgamate a dozen other roods in­
cluding the unbuilt Grand Trunk Paci­
fic. Not a word is mentioned in the 
mil concerning the payment of $300,- 
000 or thereabouts due in Bonaventure 
Phis is the reason why Mr. Marcil 
asked that the lull he thrown out.

The trustees of the A: & L. S. Ry. 
have made no application here but are 
seeking for a charter at Quebec under 
the name of the “Que. ec Oriental 
Railway” with power to Imild from 
Ktviere du Loup to Matapedia with­
out specifying any time to commence 
or complete the work and to amalga­
mate and operate the A. &: L. S Ry. 
without being held to pay any debts or 
build any further than PaspeLiac the 
present terminus. Senator Casgrain 
who is the representative of the trustees 
and Mr. T. C. Casgrain M. P. who is 
their solicitor both supported this bill 
and it passed the Lower House at 
Quebec in spite uf a warning from Mr. 
Marcil that it was unjust and unfair 
10 Bonaventure and purely à blanket 
charter. An effort is now being made 
to have the hill thrown out by the 
Legislative Council or to have it 
amended in such a way as to protect 
public interests. Mr. Marcil has the 
hearty co operation of Hon. Messrs. 
Blair, Minister of Railways and Pre- 
fontaine Minister uf Marine and Mr. 
Lemieux M. P. for Gaspe who have 
.sent a protest to the Legislative Coun­
cil. The bill is to come up "next week 
at Quebec.
