Canada Will Make Cwa Rifles.

The contract between the Govern-
ment and the Ross Rifis Company was
signed Wedonesday. In the terms the
Government adopt the Ross rifle ag the
arm for the Canadian army, stip-
ulating that itshall be manufactor-
ed in Canada. The factory is to
be in Quebéc, and will commence
with some two or three hundred
hande, though it is calculated that in a
very short time the number employed
will average vne thousand. There is
also a contract between the Government
and 8ir Charles Rose, in which the Goy-
ernment bind themselves to purchase
sll’ their rifles from him rersonally,
giving him a preliminary contract for
12,000 rifier. Ross binds himself to
supply the Government with arms, and
if at apy time the Minister of Militia
and defence shall decide to change the
weapon, then he is to give Sir Charlcy
twelve montbs notice to that effagt, and
at the expiration of that time heis t
be in a position to snpply the neaded
weapon. Sbould any difference arise
between the Ministsr and 8ir Charles as
to price, then the matter is to be settled
by arbitration, the point to be decided
by the arbitrators on the basis of price
at which the Government could have
purchased the arm in the open market
in Great Eritain. The work of building

They had destroyed many miles of
railroads, burned the ~sleepers 'and
dyoamited the blockhouses of the dis
trict, compelling the British troops to
cvacuate many of the small garrison
blockhouses. This led to the con-
centralization of the British in Ol
okieb,

While the sm1ll gurison at Sprinzs,
Bokfontein and€oncordia surrender

after a stiff fight in which the British
lost four men killed and six wounded.

The refugees from the outlying
places poured into Port Nelloth to
which point two British guns had
been sent to protect the place,

The Boer general Snaue, demand-
ed the immediate surrander of Olo-
kieh.

However, although he bad about
six thousand persons to feed and the
provisions would only last for three
weeks Colonel Shelton firmly declined
to give up and bravely held out,
