hour and a half's duration amidst tre-

[ brought to a clese by cheers for Cawne-

amusement of the large number of Libe-
rals present, and to the discomfiture of
the tero of the Uurevised Edition.
Porter got 8o excited at the exposure,
that heleaned forward, watchin hand ,and
iusisted that the spezker should be kept
sharp to time,

Brown (?) closed the weeting with an
hour and a half's aliress in support of
Porter. He said he was going to act
hke a gentleman, and a voioe rang out—
**Why didn t you do so at Swith's Hili?”
This worried the speaker, and he began
to taunt his interrupters with being ig-
norant and ill-maunered. The interrup-
tions here became more general, and in
a short time the gatheriug was out of
the power of the spesker and of the
chairman. Finally, through the instru-
meuntality of McGillicuddy and Fraser,
the audience were brought to accord a
hearing to the “*fresh” yourig man from
Puronto, and that worthy wearied the
gathering for fully an hour and a bhalf
with dull extracts and uniuteresting fig-
ures from documents in his possession

The meeting was brought to a cluse by
cheers for Cawerot, the " Ringer’” agan
attempting to get an acknuwledgemont
for Porter from Lis frieuds.
