Application for homestead entry or in-
spection must be made in person by
the applizant at the office of the local
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or insner-
tion maie personally atany Sub-Agent’s
office may be wired_to the local Agent
by the Sub-Agent, at-the expz2nse cf
the applicant, and if the lanC applied

sary papers to complete the transac' icn
are received by mail.

In case of ‘‘persgonation’ the entry
will be summarily cancelled and the
applicant forfeit all priority cf claim

An applicant for inspection must be
| eligible for homestead entry, and only
one application for inspection will be

A homesteader whose entry i3 in go.d
standing, and not liable to cancellaticn,
may, subjact to the approval of Cepiri-
ment, reiinquish it in favor of father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister,
it engibie, but to no cne e.se, on filing
deciaration of abandonment.
