MRS. McKINLEY’S FUNERAL.
Canton, Ohio, May 29.—The body of 

Mrs. Ida Saxton McKinley, now rests 
by the side of that of the late Presi­
dent McKinley in the receiving vault 
at Westlawn cemetery. The simple 
funeral services held at the McKin­
ley residence in Market street this 
afternoon were witnessed by a dis­
tinguished company, including Pre­
sident Roosevelt, Vice-president Fair­
banks, Governor Harris and many 
other high officials both of the na­
tion and state. During the funeral 
and the progress of the cortege to 
the cemetery, banks, stores, factories, 
amusement houses and parks were 
closed in honor of the distinguished 
dead, and school children were ex­
cused from the day’s tasks. Secre­
tary of the Treasury Cortelyou was in 
charge of the arrangements at the 
McKinley home. The receiving 
vault, still guarded by United States 
volunteers, will be the resting place 
of the bodies of both Mr. and Mrs. 
McKinley until the magnificent Mc­
Kinley mausoleum, built by public 
subscription, is competed, probably 
in September,

Montreal Girl Suicides In New York.
New York, Mâjr 29.—Miss Emma

Louise Mosscrop, formerly a teachdr 
in a Brooklyn public school, but more 
recently connected with a medical 
journal published at Montreal, com­
mitted suicide at a furnished rooming 
house here last night.

Slum Work in Chicago.
From Fort Chipeweyan, where she 

was one of the only two white women 
in that far northern post, to Chicago, 
where she was engaged in reform work 
with Lucy Page Gaston, is a far cry, 
but this has been the experience of 
Mrs. Wm. Johnstone, wife of the en­
gineer and boat builder of the steam­
er Graham, who is now spending a 
few days at the Windsor hotel, en 
route to her home in the north. Mrs. 
Johnstone has been absent for the 
past,, year, travelling through the Un­
ited States and Canada, and recently 
has been in Chicago, where she was 
working with Miss Gaston in some of 
her reform schemes.

“Lucy Page Easton is decidedly the 
woman of the day,” said Mrs. John­
stone, “and is a most energetic work­
er. Besides editing a paper, she does 
good work in the slums of Chicago, 
and has a club for newsboys, where 
she is adored.”

Mrs. Johnstone went with her to 
Springfield, the capital of Illinois, 
where they succeeded in having a bill 
passed which prohibits the sale of 
cigarettes to boys under the age of 
fifteen.

She also attended a meeting of the 
Women’s Suffrage in Chicago, where 
she was a prominent visitor, and told 
many interesting stories of the far 
north.

For five years Mrs. Johnstone was 
a missionary to the Indians, in the 
north, but since her marriage three 
years ago, has not had much time to 
devote to them.

There is only one other white wo­
man at Fort Chipeweyan. Mr. and 
Mrs. Johnstone have a pretty and 
comfortable home looking out on the 
lake. During her travels, she has 
picked up some good pictures and 
other articles of art. On several oc­
casions she has been offered a con­
siderable sum of money for her jour­
nal written during the years of her 
missionary life, but as yet she has 
not consented to dispose of it.

She will take the boat from Atha­
basca Landing on the 6th of June, 
and expects to be.in Fort Chipeweyan 
before the middle of July.

grounds that the men employed in Al­
berta mines are mostly inexperienced 
and in consequence are more liable 
be careless. If experienced men wer<i 
to be secured their views might * 
allowed.

John Parsh, an old English mine 
manager, favored the English system 
of the miners and operators contri­
buting to a fund to provide for acci­
dents and old age pensions. He con­
tended that was much better than a 
compensation.

Every operator so far examined ie 
in favor of the incorporation ' of unions 
so that they can be held legally re­
sponsible for all the agreements they 
sign.

The operators at Tabor work their 
mines on an eight hour day basis. 
Three operators examined today blame 
the C. P. R. shortage of cars for the 
decreased output of their mines last 
winter. They could have doubled the 
productions, they eay, if cars were 
to have been had.

W. E. Bullock .manager of the Do­
mestic Coal company at Taber, made 
the statement that the C. P. R had 
confiscated cars which he had loaded 
with coal and he had not been paid by 
the railway company yet. The confis­
cation of cars had nearly compelled 
him to close up his mine.

The operators all agree that it - 
extremely difficult to get men for worV 
in the mines, and during the idle per­
iod of last winter, caused by the car 
shortage, many of their men had left 
and in consequence when they start­
ed up again they were badly crippled 
on account of th escarcity of labor.

The WoodjScker mine, near Taber, 
pays from $4 to $7 a day to its men" 
The domestic mines pay $4 a day and 
the Consolidated Coal company runs 
about the same.

Back to Work.
