BODY FOUND NEAR WALTER’S
MILL.
Thursday’s Daily.

This forenoon, while one of John
Walter’s men was working at the
upper end of the boom in the river,
about a mile above the Strathcona
mill, he discovered a body. the face
of which was badly decomposed,
-hanging to part of the' timber,

The Mounted Police at Edmonton
were immediately notified, and Ser-
geant Munroe was detailed to make
an inquiry.

On his arrival the body was taken
out of the water, and it was thought,
from all the points of identification,
to be the remains of Pearce. who
was drowned up the river some weeks
ago. The main point of identifica-
tion was the boots, which a comrade
nmployed at the mill states are those
of Pearce.

Upon examination by the coroner,
Dr. Crang, it was decided to be un-
necessary to hold an inquest, and
the remains were removed to the un-
dertaking rooms of J. C. Wainwright,
where they now are. '

Pearce, who is an Englishman, was
employed in a lumber camp up the
river. 'While coming down the river
several weeks ago the raft caught in
an overhanging tree and the four men
were thrown into the water. Three
reached ‘the shore. btit Pearc: sank
and could not be rescued

NO DAMAGE FROM THE RAIN
STORM.

The terrific storm 'of wind and
rain which struck Edmonton at 8.30
o’clock Monday mnight was mainly
local. The storm developed in the
north-west, but before it reached Ed-
monton was almost due north. From
8.30 o’clock until this morning th2
downpour continued with: but brief
respites.

At St. Albert there, was practically
no rain. The wind storm was heavy,
but the downpour  which .character-
ized the storm here was absent there.
At Clover Bar conditions similar to
those existing here obtained.

But the rain did little or no dam-
age to the crops. J. A. Stevens, of
Clover Bar, secretary of A.F.A. made
this statement to a Bulletin repre-
sentative by telephone this morning.

‘“What we are fearful of now,” said
Mr. Stevens, “is-that should it clear
up tonight there is almost sure to be
a severe frost.

““As for the rain storm, no material
damage resulted. The crops were
not seriously laid down.”

ANTI-ASIATIC RESOLUTION.

“That we, the Edmonton Trades
and Labor Council, seeing the danger
of a reduction in the standard of liv-
ing of members of the same crafts as
ourselves in British Columbia, and
the social menace arising from the im-
portation of Asiatics, a people so un-
like the: Anglo-Saxons as to precipi-
tate a race problem similar to that
existing in the southern states of the
United States Republic. and in view
of legislation to restrict or exclude
such importation in different parts .f
the empire, do hereby place ourselves
on record as being in compléte accord
with the Labor organizations of Brit-
ish Columbia in their attempt to ex-
clude the Japanese and other Asiatic
laborers being imported into that pro-
vince, and request that the govern-
ment declare itself unequivocally on
this question.”

This resolution was wunanimously
passed at a meeting oi the Trades and
Labor Council in the Pythian hall
Monday evening. A similar resolu-
tion was adopted by the Bricklayers
and Masons union; and copies of both
resolutions will be forwarded to the
Dominion and British Columbia gov-
ernments
