HOCKEY.

THE NEW O.H.A. PRESIDENT.

The name of Louis Blake Duff, who
has heen elected president of the O.H.A.,
is well-known in  sporting circles. He
was called to the O.H.A. executive in
February, 1905, on the expulsion of the
Wodstock club and the consequent with-
drawal of Dr. Sinclair. In November of
the same year he was elected to the ex-
ecutive and became second vice-president
by acclamation the following year. In
1907, again by acclamation, he became
first vice-president, and no change was
made or election held in 1908. Now he
is in line for the presidency.

Mr. Duff was secretary of the Galt
Club for, a number of years. He has also
had a wide connection with other sports,
notably Association® football, both as
player and official, and now holds the
henorary presidency of the Western
Frothall Asociation. Mr. Duff was pre-
sident of the W. F. A. in 1906 and 1907.
1o was managér of the Galt club when
their team toured the Canadian West.
They played 17 games in twenty-eight
days, winning 16 and drawing one, a re-
markable record. The team scored 44
goals to 4 against them. A still greater
triumph was won when Mr. Duff took
his team to the World’s Fain at St.
TLouis, in 1904, and won the Olympio
championship, defeating a picked ({i-
cago League team 4 goals to 2. He
should make a most efficient head for
the Ontario Hockey Association.

Horribly Burned.

In Lasalle Hospital are two men,
tbe Bardini Brothers, who are hor-
ribly burned.

They were taken
home and not until Sunday night was
tehir terrible plight discovered by the
mine officials and they were taken to
Lasalle Hospital, where Dr. M. Orr
and Dr, B. E. Fahreney spent three
hours each dressing their burns.
Their feet seemed almost the only
portion of their bodies entirely es-
caping from the flames, Their faces,
heads, arms, lege and bodies were so
horribly burned that lack, of atten-
dance from Saturday afternoon until
Sunday afternoon had caused them
to swell to tearly twice their natural
size, yet they wi{l live,

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25 SAILORS FACE
DEATH ON WRECK

Steel Freighter James Hoyt Being
Battered to Pieces on Reef in 3
Lake Superior.

Duluth, Minn.,, Nov. 14.—Helpless
against the fury of a northeast gale,
the steel steamer James
Duluth, owned by the Wolvin Steam-
ship Company, lies on a reef in Lake
Superior twenty miles northeast of
Hayfield, Wisconsin.

With a crew of 26 men facing death,
the boat is being slowly battered to
pieces.  The Hoyt was bound to a
Lake Erie port with iron ore from
Duluth and was grounded at four
o’clock Saturday morning.

Tugs attempting to rescue the big
freighter have been driven back by
the neavy seas, and the effort to rescue
the crew of 25 men has been abandon-
ed until the storm subsides, It is
feared that the sailors have perished,
as the temperature is down toward
zero ' and the upper works of the ship,
the only place in which they could
find shelter, have been so battered by
the waves that icy water is rushing
through them. Great masses oi ice
have formed' on the wreck from the
surf which is running over her, and
freezing as it falls on the decks.

The tugs, Moose and Ferris, are now
at hand making preparations to try
and reach the Hoyt. The boats which
went out for this purpose last night
were unable to go farther than Oak
Island, one of the inner. of the group.

"The stranded ship -was favored some-

what today by a shiftfof ‘the wind.
If the gale should swing to the north-
west, as it is predicted by the weather
bureau, nothing can save the Hoyt,
and her crew, if the latter have not
already perished. The temperature is
rapidly sinking and flurries off snow
are blowing across the lake hete be-
fore a fierce gale.

LABOR DEPARTMENT REPORT.

Fewer Strikes This Year Than Last—
Lemieux Act Settles. Many Dis-
nutes.

-

Ottawa, Nov. 12.—The annual re-
port of the Department of Labor to-
{Ia}' shows that the total number of
disputes referred for settlement under
the terms of the Lemieux Act, during
the first two years of its operation,
has been fifty-five, of which fifty-three
were disposed of, without strikes or
lock-outs - following. The Deputy
Minister says:

“When it is remembered that the
Act does mot undertake to prevent or
settle all industrial disputes but only
to aid in prevention or settlement of
disputes of a certain elass, it will
doubtless be conceded that the law
has established an admirable record
for the first two years of its life. In
May it may be noted that several
American states - have framed mea-
sures approximating that of Canada
and an act has recently been .intro-
duced in the Transvaal legislature
modelled on €Canadian law.” The eal-
endar year 1908 was remarkable for
the few strikes and lockouts in Can-
ada, the number reported to the de-
partment being less than-that of any
of the seven previous years. There
were 69 strikes and lockouts, a de-
crease of 82 as compared with the
previous year.

The oniy disputes of severe conse-
quence were the cotton mill strikes
in the province of Quebec, and the
strike of the C. P. R. machinists in
the west. . The total number of em-
ployees involved in frade disputes
was 26,250 as compared with 34,972
in 1907.. The loss of time to employees
through trade disputes last year am-
ounted approximately to 706,556 work-
ing days. Twelve of the disputes were
in the building trades, ten in mining

industries, and nine in metal working |

and shipbuildiing trades. In all 1,272
fatal and 2,277 non-fatal accidents to
industrial workers were reported in
1908, as ‘ompared with 1,353 fatal,
and 2,752 non-fatal in 1907. The de-
crease is doubtless due to the falling
off in the general industrial activity
during the period of depression. In theﬂ
railway service no fewer than 326
lives were lost. Agriculture ranks sec-
ond with a loss of 225 lives. Fatalities
in other industries, were as follows:
Mining, 1,484; lumbering, 113; navi-
gation, 84; metal trades, 63; general
transportation, 54;  building -tirades,
47; fishing and hunting, -376. During
the year 315 fair.wage schedules were
prepared by the fair wage officers of
the department for insertion in pub-
lic contracts, or 93 in excess of num-
ber for year preceding.

FLOOD DAMAGE IS ENORMOUS.
In West Indies—Eighteen Deaths Re-
ported by Drowning.

Kingston, Jamaica, Nov. . 15.—Res-
toration of communiecation with the
interior of the island shpws that the
flood damage is more extensive than
believed at first. The  British
barque Carpascian is a wreck on the
northern coast and a Norwegian bar-
que ig ashore. One man of the lat-
ter’s crew was drowned. Eighteen
dedths by drowning in various parts
of the island have been reported:
The damage to bananas has been
enormous. - It is estimated that the
United Fruit Company has lost
100,000 trees, of which 20,000 were
on one plantation.
