All of that was due, no doubt, to the
big trade. In 1920 our Revenue, if I
am not wrong, Mr. Prime Minister, was
somewhere about $10,500,000, and our
total trade then, according to the
Prime Minister's Budget, was approx-
imately $76,000,000.

T know it is no use
my talking to the Executive Govern-
ment any lomger, but I want the lay-
men of the party to listen to me, I
want them to listen to the figures 1 atre
going to read now, and then perhfips
they can tell me where we are going
to get a million and a half dollars to
give to the Reid Newfoundland Com-
pany. If they cam tell me that, I am
ready to listen to them. But I defy any
man who stands on two feet in this
House to tell me how it i8 going to be
done. These are starling figures, they
make one think. Our imports were
jumping all the time for these years,
simply because money was going
around here, people didn’t know the
value of it, everybody was buying and
that drove values away up.
