ter.” Wilberforce's book also found its
way into the study of a Scottish country 
minister, who was then preaching a re­
ligion he did not believe. His conscience 
was awakened, his heart was renewed, 
and ere long all Scotland rang with the 
eloauenoe of Thomas Chalmers.

Wilberforce then began his great work 
—hie steady and persistent attack on sla­
very. He formed his resolution to cancel 
the shame of ages by lifting the shackles 
off the slave, and he never ffinched from 
his work till he succeeded. When he first 
brought his motion before Parliament he 
introduced it with a speech which Burke 
said was never equalled for eloquence in 
modern times. From the time it was first 
brought in till 1806, it was renewed every 
year with varying success. The opposi­
tion to it was strong and influential— 
plante», one Prince of the blood, even 
the King, was known tb be against it— 
The political necessities of the time 
retarded its attainment. But in spite 
of all these the slave trade was destined 
to fall. The opinion was fast gaining 
hold of the people that this shame should 
be purged away. In 1807 the abolition 
of the slave trade was made a Govern­
ment measure, and it was carried by a 
sweeping majority, only 16 voting against 
it. In the hour of triumph Sir tiàmuel 
Romilly's allusion to Wilberforce and his 
twenty years’ labour in this great work 
was happy indeed, and its justice ac 
knowledged by Parliament. He said 
happy must the hon. member be when 
he lays down his head on his pillow after 
such a noble triumph. But Wilberforce 
even In this hour of victory was clothed 
with hungjity, and said to his friends the 
night the vote was taken, “ What shall 
we abolish next,” It was the last act of

TUESDAY’S PROCEEDINGS.

The lecturer the» raftered to the 
mémorable Contest Ü Yorkshire, when 
two of the most powerful families oppos- 
posed him. His friends subscribed 
£100,000 to secure his election, but 
it only required £30,000 of that, while 
his opponents spent £200,000. The 
election lasted 15 days, and Wilber­
force was returned at the head of 
the poll—a memorable instance of a great 
country’s tribute to faithful services. He 
had before commenced the agitation for 
the emancipation of the slaves, and when 
he had resolved to retire from public life 
he handed his work to Fowell Buxton. 
His last speech was a solemn protest 
against leaving slavery to be dealt with 
by the Colonial Legislatures. “ I have 
dplivered:jny bom) * were his hit words. 
Well might Lord Derby say when the 
bill for the emancipation of the slaves 
was passed that no one could conceive 
of the joy which would fill the heart of 
Wilberforce, who was then lying on his 
death bed, when he heard the good news. 
Well might he say in the language of 
the Bible, "Lord now lettest thou thy 
servant depart in peace, for mine eyes 
have seen thy salvation.”

The lecturer in conclusion drew a hasty 
yet eloquent sketch of his character. He 
spoke of his blameless life, of his warm 
affections, of his great charity, and as the 
possessor of all those endearing qualities 
which makf A man grsat and good ; of 
Li§ tippioBse and resignation when hie 
wealth forsook him and when his home 
was broken np ; and how amid the sorrow 
of a nation this great and good man 
passed away.

At the close a vote of thanks was pas­
sed to the lecturer on motion of Rev. Mr. 
Hogg, seconded by the Rev. Hood, and 
heartily accorded by the audience. The 
Doxology was then sung, and Rev. Mr.

place he filled his mind with useful and 
axiad knowledge. After leaving college, 
jQd krJ*iOBlhiiULine»b of his twenty- 
irst birthday he offered himself a candi­

date for his native town, and was return- 
od et th» lwtii trf the poll.

eloquence bore down all the opposition 
the powerful noble families could bring 
against him. Shortly after this, when 
strong in health, rich in this world’s 
goods, with a keen relish for life, with no 
shadow over his family, his thoughts 
were turned upon religion. His perusal 
of Doddridge’s Rise and Progress ih ttin 
soul led to this. It was no easy thing 
then tobeaokriftiaa in the higher walks 
of life. Blit Wilberforce made his decis­
ion, withdrew his name from the clubs, 
and told his political friends of the choice 
he had made. He took the crown of his

assurance of a man. It is faith not dar­
ing which makes the martyr. He return­
ed to his duties prepared by fhe tear and 
love of God, and ready to become the 
champion of the poor and oppressed.

The lecturer here drew most graphic 
and eloquent sketches of the great men 
by whom Wilberforce was surrounded in 
Parliament at that time. There was

Ottawa, Sept. 8th.
The Court opened this morning at the 

usual hoar. An immense crowd of peo­
ple was present and hundreds were unable 
to gain admission. The excitement and 
interest continues unabated. The pris­
oner Whaleiyâppeared in the dock at 9.20 
and looked as hale ee yesterday. The 
first witness'to-day was Johu Jordan, 
sworn,—Was on duty as city policeman 
on the night and morning of the 7th 
April behind Russell’s House; crossing 
Sapper's Bridge, on way to Sussex street, 
saw some people coming from the Parlia­
ment Buildings; saw a man running 
down Rideau staeet, opposite Patrick 
O'Meara’s restaurant ; saw another fol­
lowing near Michael Starr’s; he is La­
croix, heard the first man who came run- 
mning down say McGee was beaten in 
the upper town ; I immediately returned 
to ascertain: met two men, who said Mc­
Gee was killed ; went to wake the Chief 
of Police ; then went and saw McGee 
dead on sidewalk; took charge of Mc­
Gee's body ; saw some blood on Mrs. Trot­
ters dress ; had seen Lacroix since that 
time ; was one of those who went for him; 
found him in bed ; did not know until he 
was giving evidence that he was the 
man • I had formerly seen him in Sussex 
street ; never saw him before the night of 
the murder ; recognized his clothing ; am 
positive it is the same man ; Constable 
Pinard and myself went for Lacroix ; he 
described the manner in which the person 
acted when coming to shoot McGee; 
he said the man was about half way 
across the platform when he fired ; La­
croix was afraid the man might shoot 
him if he showed himself ; he hid iu the 
doorway.

Edward Starr, a messenger in the 
House of Commons, said, the first time I 
saw McGee was between nine and ten 
o’clock on the evening of the 6th April ; 
it was in the east gallery, nearly opposite 
the Speaker’s chair, slightly to the left ; 
went to the door at the south-west corner 
and looked through the glass ; heard 
Mr. McGee make use of the words “strik­
ing under the belt,” and I noticed the 
prisoner leaning, with his fingers point­
ed threateningly at McGee—(witness 
here explained the motion)—he was 
speaking on Dr. Tapper’s mission ; pris­
oner was leaning on the railing ; on the 
front of it he shook his finger threaten 
ingly in the direction of Mr. McGee ; 1 
noticed his face, and that his teeth seem­
ed to close, and his features seemed 
to wear a sort of grin ; his hand 
was over the rails and closed, and 
the forefinger opened * pointing and 
shaking at McGee ; I considered it 
was done in a threatening manner ; 
next saw him in the gallery of the House 
nearly opposite the Speaker : McGee was 
then in the Speaker’s room ; it was then 
near two o'clock ; prisoner just sat there 
a few minutes, and then walked out ; I 
don’t know where I lost sight of him ; at 
two o’clock (not five minutes either ways)
I went to put qjjaper in tixe post ; I saw 
him leaning against a door in the en­
trance to the main lobby, to the left side, 
about two feet from Bucklèÿ’s chair ; pri­
soner was talking to Bnckley ; Graham, 
doorkeeper; to the public gallery, stood 
outside also talking i I can’t say how 
long ; it was from the time I passed to 
the post office till I returned I saw him 
again ; I went into the reporters' gallery 
just as the motion to adjourn was being 
put ; it was then about eleven minutes 
past two ; prisoner was then leaning at 
the back of the Senate or Speaker’s gal- 
lery ; standing in the passage to the pub­
lic gallery from that position he could see 
some members in the House : he could 
not see where McGee sat ; the House be­
ing adjourned,I ran down stairs to go to 
my room to put t*way my things to pre- 
pare to go home ; I did hot see him after 
that.1 ■

Patrick Buckley, sworn, described the 
entrance to gallery in the House of Com­
mons ; knbtes prisoner at the bar ; had met 
him before St. Patrick’s day ; had come 
to ask for a horse on that day ; did not 
become very intimate with him ; went oc­
casionally together to have something to 
drink ; gave him altogether either three 
or four tickets to the gallery ; on the Fri­
day before Mr. McGee’s death I gave him 
obe or two tickets ; saw him on Tuesday 
morning about two o’clock, when the 
House adjourned ; that was the first time 
to my knowledge that I saw him that 
night ; Whelan went through the maid 
entrance outside before I came forward ; 
Whelan stood leaning against the porch 
door, looking in the directiçn of where he

ing. Whelan is the last man he (Buck- 
ley) would have suspected ; did not give 
Whelan any tickets onu,the day previous 
to the murdfer : old nàf speak to him on 
the night or morning of tne murder ; did 
not know Whelan’s name until after he

This Day’s Proceedings.

By Telegraph from our Correspondent
The evidence highly unfavorable to 

the Prisoner—His assumed buoy­
ancy of Spirits giving way to oe-
Sresslon — The attempt to break 

own Lacroix’s evidence likely to 
fail.

Ottawa, Sept. 9.
The evidence on Whelan’s case so far 

ie considered highly unfavourable to the 
prisoner. The counsel for defence are 
less sanguine, and Whelan has lost the 
defiant air he assumed on the first day, 
and appeared anxious and depressed. 
Two witnesses were brought from Mon­
treal yesterday to impeach the evidence 
of Lacroix and Tomer, but on being 
questioned by Mr. O'Fai rel it was found 
they could prove nothing. A squabble 
ensued between a' witness named Rey­
nolds and O’Farrel which resulted ins 
ridiculous case for the Police Court this 
morning.

To-day John Downes, driver in Buck­
ley’s employ, testified that he was waiting 
for Sir John A.Macdonald,with a carriage 
at the main entrance of the Parliament 
Buildings, on the night of the murder ; 
saw Whelan enter and leave the Building 
several times ; saw him come out just be­
fore Sir John A. Macdonald when he left ; 
knew him slightly and spoke to him.

Wm Graham, doorkeeper in the House 
of Commons swore he had seen Whelan 
constantly attending the gallery during 
the latter part of the session ; he was in 
and out of the gallery three times on the 
night of the 6th of April, giving separate 
tickets to him each time ; 6n each occa­
sion ; Whelan had conversations with 
Buckley with whom he seemed to be on 
intimate terms ; could not hear the sub­
ject of conversation, as they spoke in low 
voicee ; Whelan appeared to be mhch ex­
cited . Witnesses description of Whelaâ’i 
dress corresponded with that of the man 
seen by Lacroix to fire the shot.

Detective O'Neill stated that from in­
formation received from Buckley and 
others he was led to arrest Whelan.. 
found him at Starr’s taveria, Clàféfice 
street, where he searched him and found 
a revolver box, cartridges, a cleaner, 
some tickets and numbers of Irish Ameri­
can newspapers. The revolver had six 
chambers, five cartridges seemed to hate 
been in it several days, and one appeared 
to have been put in recently ; the tip of 
the ball was carefully covered with 
grease, and the interior of the barrel 
freshly greased, but the muzzle showed 
signs of being recently fired., He exam­
ined the prisoner’s room and found a 
saddle cloth and rosettes, also a pair of 
light pants and dark coat.

Sergeant Davis, of the Ottawa police 
force, gave evidence corroborating, 
O’Neill's statement respecting the arrest.

Some important witnesses for the 
Crown have yet to be examined.

It is likely that the trial will last till 
Friday evening.

Comity Court.
Guelph, Sept. 7.

Robinson (Fakir of Vishnu) appellant 
vs. J. Kelly respondent.—Two appeals 
against convictions by the .Poljce Magis­
trate for holding a lottery, Mr. Guthrie 
for the respondent objected that the 
Magistrate who took the recognizance 
had no j urisdiction, the Police Magistrate 
not being absent from town, or 111, or not 
having requested him to act. Judgment 
was given for respondent with coete. The 
effect of this decision is that except when 
the Police Magistrate is unwell, absent, 
or requests another Magistrate to act, no» 
ordinary Magistrate has jurisdiction to 
act in any criminal esse in à town or city* 
where there Is a Police Màgistrate. Mr. 
Lemon for appellant; Mr. Guthrie for 
respondent.

IIoovkr vs. Davis.—This was an appeal 
from the decision of a Magistrate in Bock- 
wood who Used appellant $10 and costs on e. 
charge of enticing respondent into his oab 
and then assaulting her. Objections were 
taken to the jurisdiction of the Magistrate at. 
Rockwood, and were sustained, and the con­
viction quashed, respondent to pay -costiu- 
The respondent it is said attempted to lay 
the information before the Magistrate iis- 
Guelph, but on being refused she then laid it 
before the Magistrate in Rockwood. Mr.

Qubbn vs. Gbo. Dbacon.—This was an ap­
peal from the decision of a Magistrate in •, 
case in which appellant was charged with 
breaking into a pound where his pigs were 
confined, and taking them oet. It was held 
that the pound-keeper, not being appointed 
by by-law he was not aeting legally as such. 
The objection was sustained and the prosecu­
tion failed.
