LIFE IN CANADA AND IN THE OLD
WORLD.

We regret to find a paper of the preten-

has certainly taken from our farmers, as
well as from workers generaily, millions of
dollars that were not needed tor the eco-
nomical government of the country. It is
a fact that our tarmers are better off than
the agriculturists of old world countries,
and there iz nothing inconsistent in the
ADVERTISER pointing out thut fact and yet
upholding the .armers of Canada in their
revolt against the class laws that have been
placed upon the statute books by the
friends of the Spectator. Let us call the
attention of the Spectator to a few reasons
for this view.

The old world is crowded, while Canada
has many millions of acres of vacant agri-
cultural lands.

In the old world, largely through the
effect of *‘protective” laws such as now
exist in Canada, the land has got into the
hands of the rich, British and continental
farmers have to pay big rents for the right
to toil.

Iu Canada, our farmers have the virgin
soil, infinitely more productive than much
of the land in Europe,

In the old world, an enormous portion of
the substance of the pecple is swallowed up
in paying interest on war debts.

We in Canada have really no war debt
to speak of, and mean to keep it so.

In the old world, every country has a
vast standing army, So heavily does the
burden of militarism press on the people,
indeed, that it has been well remarked
that every man who goes to work there
does 80 with a soldier on his back.

In Canada we have tetween 1,000 and
2,000 men in what may be called & *‘stand-
ing army.” Many of us believe we could
get along with one-half of the number. The
temper of the people is such that militarism
will never be permitted to get the upper
hand in Canada. Military burdens such as
they have in Europe our peopls will never
tolerate.

Surely with such advantages our eountry
should be a paradise to livein. We have
faith in its future. We do not believe that
it is ruined by the *“N. P.,” as our

less and miserable.”

Hamilton contemporary foolishly makes us
say. Bat it has been injured to a grisvous
extent, and our farmers and workers
generally have been bled that a
few might fatten. Public opinion,
however, is maturing for a change
for the better. The farmer and every
other member of the community will yet
enjoy their full earnings. They will pay
tribute to no one outzide of the money
needed for the honest and prudent admiu-
istration of affairs.

The Count of Paris Bids a
Dying Farewell

To the Relatives Around His Bedside—
Twenty Pleasure Secekers Drowned
in Lancashire—The KEast-
ern War.

Twenty Pleasure Seekers Drowned.
Loxpox, Sept, 3.—Iuformation has been
received from Dlorecambe, Lancashire,
that ' pleasure yacht capsized on Moxe-
cambe Bay and that the entire party on
board, twenty pergons, were drowned.
The Count’s Dying Farewell.

Loxpox, Sept. 8.—The Count of Faris is
rapidly growing weaker, and the end is not
far off. All of the dying man’s family are
at his bedside. Princess Waldemar of
Denmark and the Prince de Joinville ar-
rived at Stowe House last evening, making
this gathering of the Orleans family the
largest since the death of King Louis
Phillippe. ThefCount of Paris is conscious
and awaits the end with patience and
fortitude. He has bidden farewell to all
the servants of the household.

Will Denounce the Lords.

LoNDON, Sept. 3.—At tomorrow’s session
of the Trades Union Congress at Norwich
President Delves will deliver an address in
which he will advocate the abolition of the
House of Lords. He will also contend that
the hours of women and children employed
in factories must be curtailed, whatever
may happen to the question of eight hours
a day for men, Mr. Delves’ zpeech willend
with an appeal for better organization of
trades unions. John Burns, M.P., said
the congress would show that old unionism
no longer exists and that socialism
is triumphant. The rapid extension of
machinery and the urgency of the problem
involving the unemployed workers induces
the most hidebound individualist to adopt
any method te ideliver the workingman
from the shackles that bind him. Both
capital and machinery, instead of making
slaves of the workingmen, must become
their servants. The members of the con-
gress of all shades of opinion now desire to
co-operate to this end.

The Eastern War.

Loxpox, Sept. 3.—The Standard’s cor-
respondent in Berlin telegraphs: *‘The
war party, of which Prince Tching is the
head, has, I learn, got the upper hand in
China, which means that the struggle
with Japan will be prosecuted with vigor.
A large army is now gathering pear Pekin.
Half of this army will guard the capital,
while the other half will march to Cfea
before winter.

LoxDON, Sept. 3.—A dispatch from Tien
Tsin of current date says an imperial de-
cree has been issued rewarding General
Heh and other Chinese officers for their
victory over the Japanese troops at Ping
Yand.

The Central News has received a dis-
patch from Shanghai stating that five war
steamers will convoy troops which are to
be dispatched to Formosa at once. This
precaution is taken through fear that the
transports will be attacked by Japanese
war ships which are hovering about in the
hope of destroying Chinese troop ships.
The work of extending the Chinese fort
works on the coast is being pushed with all
possible haste.

Skirmishes between Chinesze and Japsn-
ese troops are oceurring at several points
in Corea. The importance af the collisions
is being greatly magnified by both sides
whe dignity them with the title of battle.
In every case victory is claimed by each
side.

The Provinces of Seoul, Hwang Ho and
the country adjaceént to the treaty ports,
are in the possession of the Japanese,
while the rest of the country is occupied
by armed bands of Coreans. It is asserted
there is a strong and increasing feeling of
antipathy toward the Chinese in Corea,
and the natives are waging guerilla warfare
against them.

Ineriminating Letters,

The York Recorder contains some par-
ticulars of the suit of Chamberlain vs.
Russell which, according to that paper,
may turn out to be a eause celebre. The
plaintiff is Mrs. Chamberlain, wife of Mr
Chas. Chamberlain, the well-known charac-
ter who is now serving a term in a Mani-
toba prison for personation at tha Winnipeg
election, When this happened Brs.
Chamberlain was left without means of
support, and, finding herself in financial
difficulties, it is asserted that she intrusted
to ex-Warden Andrew Russell a packet of
letters which her husband valued very
highly. The assertion ig, says the
Recorder, that this packet eontained
autograph  letters from Hon. Clark
Wallace, M. P. for West York and Oon-
troller of Customs, and Mr. John Small,
collector of customs, Toronto, which, it
is said, would connect both of these gentle-
men with the Winnipeg election scandal
which cost Mr. Chamberlain so dear. It
is further asserted that the possesssion of
these compromising letters was used as a
means of forcing contributions in aid of
Mrs. Chamberiain, and Mr. Russell is
named as the recipant of about §1,200 for
that purpose. Mrs. Chamberlain, it is
said, however, has not recsived the money,
nor have the letters been returned, and
she is now bringing suit to secure either an
order for the handing over of §1,200, the
amount for which the compromising
letters are supposed to have been sur-
rendered, or elss an award trom the jury
for damages for the non-return of the
letters.
