SUFFERING FROM FAMINE.

The 
Russians up to the present have had 
plenty of supplies.

CONGER SIGNS.
Washington, Dec. 24.—Secretary Hay 

has received a cablegram from Minis­
ter Conger at Pekin announcing that 
he has signed the agreement reached 
by the foreign ministers, with a writ­
ten explanatory statement setting 
forth the exact position of his govern­
ment. The signature of the agree­
ment by the ministers closes what is 
regarded the first, the most important 
and the most dilllcult phase of the ne­
gotiations as to China, for it is not 
doubted that the Chinese envoys.will 
subscribe to the agreement without 
amendment. Its conclusion has been 
marked by one of the most 
curious mistakes in the history of in­
ternational exchange, for by a cipher 
error the majority of the signatories 
found to their amazement that they 
had contracted to do exactly what they 
did not intend, and moreover the error 
was irretrievable.

NEW TRADE DEPARTURE.
Washington, Deo. 24.—The British
