DEMOCRATS AGAINST

Senator Bailey to Voice the Opposition
of Democrats to Measure.

Washington, Aug. 1.—Unless some-
thing happens to provoke the discus-
slons of a political character the new
tariff bill should be enacted into law
and the extraordinary session of con-
gress adjourned befcre the end of the
present week.

Inquiry among senators opposed to
the adoption of the conference report
on the Payne-Aldrich bill
that the debate will not be as extend-
ed as it threatened to
conference reported. The senate will
meet at 10 o’clock tomorrow.
