Philbreck, a farmer, and
gaining admittance on the pretext that
he was & friend, coolly put his pistol in
Philbreck’s face and shot him in the
presence of his wife. The murderer then
demanded money from the woman.” = She
gave all she had, about thirteen dollars.
He insisted on having more and threaten-
ed to shoot her if she did not produce it.
She begged for her life and gave him the
keys of the house, promising to help him
in his search for her husband’s money.
Even as she spoke, the thief levelled his
revolver at her and shot her under the
left eye. She fell unconscious. The man
ransacked the house, but found no more
money. Mrs.  Philbreck 1egained con-
sciousness in a short time and crawled to
her brother-in-law’s hoase, seventy-five
yards from her home. The sheriff with
posse is scouring the country for the
murderer.

According to a census which has just
been cempleted, Japan has a population
of over thirty-nine millions.

The outbreak of Chinese settlers in
Formosa has not been settled. ' It had its
origin-in a taxation order by the governor,
who was pressed for money on account of
the expenses entailed in railway work.
The insurgents marched from the coast
and took possession of the large.walled
town of Ching Hoa, wheie they received
recruits and then proceeded to another
large town, Kagi, half way to Tai Wan,
which they also occupied. ‘Tai Wan, it
was thought, was also in danger of falling
into their hands, and the British consul
there telegraphed for a gunboat. It is,
however, thought that the governor will
soon subdue ' the insurrection, and no
foreign help has yet been dispatched.
