Madrid, July 18.—A scene occurred in
the Senate to-day. Several delegations
of women having, relatives among the
prisoners in the hands of the Filipinos,
sought an audience with Senor Silvela,
the premier, who had them conducted to
the galleries of the Senate, where Count
D’Almenas drew a lamentable picture of
the suffering of the prisoners, which
caused frequent outbursts of sobbing
from the women. Count D’Almenas
blamed the American authorities and
the Spanish government for the fate of
these unhappy men.

Senot Silvela, in defending the govern-
ment, said that although ' the United
States had first placed objections in the
way they were now endeavoring to assist
in obtaining the liberation of the pris-
oners. For the sake of prudence and in
order not to hamper the negotiations
now in progress, the Premier declined to
say anything regarding the stéps being
taken to accomplish that end.

Washington, July 18.—The following
statement was given out this afternoon
at ‘the state department: The state de-
partment yesterday received from the
Philippine commission an important de-
spatch conveying these facts: *“ By the
co-operation of the military and the
commission, municipal  governments
have been established in seven important
towns in the province of Manila and
Cavite. These are working admirably,
and one good effect of them is-that con-
siderable numbers of the insurgents are
constantly deserting and coming in, and
some of them with arms. The system
will soon be extended to -other towns
which are asking for it-— Continued
success in this direction will mean the
beginning of the .end.”

Despatches from Dr. Schurman: on
his return from his trip through the
southern pamtsof “{he ‘islands welé Jito
the same effect. A disposition to aceept
American sovereignty and to welcome
our troops was everywhere manifested.
The report of Gen. Otis of 26th June, re-
ferred to by Commissioner Denby in
the above despatch, stated that as a
consequence of the rainy season little in-
land campaigning was now possible in
Luzon. *“We occupy,” said Otis, “a
large portion of the Tagalog country.
The insurgent armies have suffered
great losses and are scattered. The
only large force which holds together
is about 4,000 in Tarlach province and
Northern Pampanga. They are scat-
tered forces in- bands of fifty and five
hundred in other portions of Luzon. In
Cavite and Batangas provinces they
could possibly assemble as many as
2,000. They are demoralized from re-
cent defeat. The most of the people
are terrorized by the insurgent soldiers,
but desire peace and American protec-
tion. There has been no recent burning
of towns.

“ The trade with ports not in our pos-
session, the former source of insurgent
revenue, is now interitted. Gen. Otis
doubted the wisdom of this policy, as
people in those ‘ports are now without
supplies and merchants suffering losses.

*The courts are in successful opera-
tion under the direction of able Fili-
Pinos.  Affairs in ‘the other islands are
comparatively quiet, awaiting results in
Luzon.”

QUEBEC AGAIN
IS FIRE SWEPT.

Old Story of No Water and a
Hundred Families Made
Homeless.

Quebec, July 18.—A fire which broke
out in the St. Roche suburb of Quebec
at 3 o’clock this afternoon destroyed 65
houses, entailing a loss of about $100,-

main, The old service pipes were quite
inadequate.

Assistance was summoned from the
citadel, and a detachment of the Royal

It was 7 o’clock before the flames
were under control. Three blocks were
burned. Most of the houses destroyed
were wooden buildings. Over a hund-
red families are rendered homeless,

ton, but in detail. “Wé do not,” said Mr.

General Manager Atkinson Tells of Ar-
rangements He Has Made.

Port Angeles, July 16.—General Manager
Atkinson, of the Port_Angeles Bastern rail-
way, arrived from the Bast the early part
of the week. He was acécompanied by
George B. Hubbard, of New York, who
represents a large banking and investment
company in the East, now forming for
business. In an interview with Mr. Atkin-
son he stated that Major Hubbard was
sent out here to inspect the Port Angeles
Kastern proposition by men comprising the
trust company, and that if his report was
favorable that the company would take the
bonds of the.railroad to the amount of
$2,000,000. Major Hubbard has already
been over the first thirty miles of the road,
and he is most highly pleased with what
he has seen. Ife has gent a very favorable
report by wire on this portion.

Mr, Atkinson stated that-while Bast he
had three other distinct offers for 'the
bonds of the road. “The matter,”” he
said, “is now settled finally and definite-

Shamrock a .

Challenger’s Test Wlth the Bri-
tannia Proves Satisfactory
in Every Respect.

——

Behaved Splendidly on Every
Tack and Had 8peed Al-
ways in Resefve.

By -Associated Press.

Southampton, July 18 —There was
 much’ excitement in the Solent to-day
over the Britannia-Shamreck race. From
earlsh morning. - eeowds . watched the
‘préparations on board bot ‘yachts, while
the  whole fleet from Southampton,
Cowes and other points made for Ryde,
The scene at Ryde pier was most ani-
mated. Long before the start crowds
of fashionable visitors had arrived. The
Shamrock was towed from Southamp-

ton, the Erin following with Sir Thomas
Lipton' and a distinguished company.
The Prince of Wales arrived at South-
ampton at 11 o’clock, weaging a yacht-
ing suit, and immediately embarked on
board the Admiralty yacht! Fire Queen.

The course is from Ryie pier head
eastward round Nab lightship, leaving
it on starboard hand; then back past
Cowes to a point on the Solent bank,
rounding- buoy on starboard and finish-
ing at Cowes oppasite the Royal Yacht
Squadron houses. ‘

The yachts Shamrock and Britannia
started punctually at 12 o’¢lock, with a
fresh southeast breeze blowing.

As the starting gun boomed the Brit-
annia almost - immediately icrossed the
line, the Shamrock followihg in a way
to give the impression that she had no
objection to giving the Britannia a
slight lead.. The latter, however, did
not long maintain the adyvantage. It
was & dead heat to windward angd little
distance was covered befote the Sham-
rock, which started on theshort leg to
porf, overhauled her, and -on the follow-
ing long leg to starboard the Shamrock
forged ahead rapidly. It was at once
noticed that she was sailing nearly half
a point nearer the wind than the Britan-
nia. The Shamrock was carrying main-
sail, jib-headed topsail, and jib foresail.
The Britannia carried the same canvas,
but in addition her club topsail.

The Shamrock was half a mile ahead
passing Warner. Hogarth was at the
helm of the challenger. The boat held
up admirably and there was not a drop
of -water ‘on deck. She proved ex-
tremely quick in putting about, only tak-
ing 103 seconds. On rounding the Nab
lightship both yachts set their ‘spin-
nakers for the run back. The only mis-
hap' of the day.was that when the
Shamrock’s began-to filk.tfe top caught
in the cross-treesi The huge canvas
flopped flat and ‘then suddenly burst like
a balloon, and a‘big rent became visible
in the upper part, where a long strip had
been torn out, leaving a hole big enough
for a man to crawl through. The
Shamrock’s speed naturally suffered
somewhat from this accident.

Both boats soon set their topsails and
later their balloon foresails. The yachts
jibbed to port near Ryde. They were
then travelling at such a rate that the
press boat, going at a speed of 11 knots,
was unable to keep pace with the Sham-
rock, though the wind had lightened con-
siderably’ after leaving Nab " lightship.
The Britannia appeared to be holding
her own for a short spell before reach-
ing Ryde, but the Shamrock again crept
slowly ahead, widening the gap. The
scene at this time was an inspiring one.
Both yachts, under their cloud of can-
vas, were gliding on even keels. The
wind freshened after passing Cowes, and
both boats took in their spinnakers and
started on the broad reach to the Solent
buoy. After jibbing around they
reached back, finishing with a short tack
to make the home mark. Experts were
satisfied that the Shamrock will be able
to give a good account of herself in the
contest for the America’s Cup.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, July 18.—It
was the dpinion of those closely watch-
ing the race on the steamers following
the yachts that the Shamrock was never
pushed to her utmost in to-day’s trial,
and that Mr. Fife, designer of. ‘the
yacht, who practically engineered the
contest on behalf of Sir Thomas Lipton,
merely desired to ascertain whether the
Shamrock could show the Britannia a
clean pair of heels. He had no desire,
however, to let everyone into the secret
of the actual speed of the challenge_r.
Confirmation of this opinion is found in
the fact that while the Britannia car-
ried every possible stitch of canvas, ghe
Shamrock was running before the wind
from Nab lightship to the Solent ban}{
buoy and only had jib-headed topsail
instead of club topsail, like the Britan-
nia, and that on-the broad reach home
from Solent Buoy, the Shamrock low-
ered her big topsail, which would have
been of material assistance had her
skippers really wished to show her at
her best.

Mr. Fife and Mr. James were on board
the Shamrock, but Sir James Lipton
followed on the Erin, which with a few
yachts and one solitary but crowded ex-
cursion steamer escorted the racers
round the course. The fresh hreeze that
was blowing at the start fell somewbhat,
but revived sufficiently to bring the
racers home at a good pace .and p_roved
an excellent wind from a racing point of
view, as it enabled the cracks to be
tested as to their points, namely, hgat-
ing to windward, running and reaching.
The Shamrock showed to best advantage
beating to windward and gained six
minutes on theeBritannia in the eight
miles beat to the Nab lightship from
the start, although the beating is con-
sidered one of the Britannia’s strong
points. On the run back to Cowes the
Shamrock’s gain was less perceptible
comsidering the distance—about
miles—but the Shamrock did not set her
club topsail and she did not do her best.
On the reiich home the Shamrock did
better, and tould evidently have done the
distance in much shorterltune if she had
been put upon her mettle.

DON'T USE CANBS.

A Fad That Went Out With the Advent
of the Bicycle.

Probably everyone has not noticed it, but
it is plainly apparent to the careful observer
with a Sherlock ‘Holmes eye that there has
been a great decrease in the use of walking
sticks and canes in the past two years. The
use of pedestrian poles was a great fad a
short time ago, but to see a man with one
now is a thing which seldom occurs,

‘‘The bicycle has been the cause of the
decline in the use of canes,” said H. L.
Salmon, the cigar man, the other day;
“I can think of no other cause. Before

the bicycle came into general use ‘a man
rarely walked along the street without a
stick in his hand, but only those who prefer

to walk to riding a wheel now use a cane|-

to assist in locomotion.

‘“There are many advantages in carrying
a light cane while out walking. It aseists
in keeping the hands out of the pockets,
which is one of the habits few men have
break themselves of whenever they acquire
it; and they are also an evidence of refined
taste and good breeding.

‘“The unsightly large round stick which
was s0 popular about three years ago is no
more, and in its place a Slender natural
wood stick, with sterling silver ornaments
it usual. The woods now most popular are
rose, orange and tea wood, and in many
cases the wood from the locality in which
the stick i1s used is in demand.

““‘Styles seldom change in canes, except
occasionally when a fad breaks out, as
was the case with the large walking sticks,
which was more of a joke than anything
else. A medium-sized cane, from a half
to three-quarters of -an inch in diameter,
will always find a place In polite society.

“The gaudily decorated and engraved
bamboo canes of Chinese and Japanese
manufacture are rapidly going out of style,
and are bought more to be preserved as
souvenirs than for service, But with the
decline of the use of bicycles, the noveity
of which is slowly wearing off, the cane Is
coming to the front again.”

AMERICANS HEDGING.

Want International Arbitration, Subject
te Revision, or Not at All.

The Hague, July 17.—The third com-
mittee of the arbitration committee held
a plenary meeting to-day, discussing im-
ternational commissions of inquiry. The
section providing for the revision of ar-
bitration, which the Americans had sue-
ceeded in adding to the original project,
was the subject of a long debate on
motion of M. DeMarunez, of the Rus-
sian delegation, to eliminate the amend-
ment,

The members of the American dele-
gation made long speeches in defense of
revision. Mr. Hollis, whose remarks
were repeatedly translated into French
by M. Destrounelles, declared that Am-
ericans would be unable to agree to the
arbitration scheme if revision were
stricken out, unless they received fur-
ther instructions from ‘Washington.
