Duke of Cornwali Writes a Fare-
well Letter to the Gov-
ernor General,

He and Duchess Apprec!_a‘te the
warm Hearted Welcome of
the People.

Halifax, Oct. 21.—The Duke ana
Duchess of Cornwall and York left Hali-
fax at 10 o’clock this morning amid the
cheers of thousands of citizens, the
booming ef camnen, tooting of whistles,
ete. Just as the Ophir steamed out to
sea a. light fall of snow began. The
Royal steamer was accompanied by war-
ships; the torpedo boat destroyer Quail
and other craft.

The Governor-General and Lady Minto
and party left for Ottawa at 12:30. Sir
Wilfrid Lavwrier will remain in Halifax
until tomorrow.

The Duke of Cornwall and York last
night issued a farewell address to the
citizens of Canada, expressing régret at
having to leave a people who, by their
warm heartedness and cordiality, have
made them feel at home amongst them
from the first moment of their arrival on
Canadian soil. His Royal Highness ex~
presses gratitude for the many kindly
feelings manifested towards them even
in the remotest parts of the Dominion.

Montreal, Oct. 21.—The following let-
ter has been forwarded to Lord Minto,
the governor-general,
Cornwall and York:

*“H. M. S. Ophir, at Halifax, N. 8.,
Oct. 19:
“Dear TLord Minto: Before leaving

Canada I am anxious to make known,
through you, with what regret tne
Duchess and I bid farewell to a people
who, by their warm heartedness and
nnrdmhty, have made us feel at home
amongst them ‘from the first moment
of our arrival on their shores. I should
iike particularly to express our gratitude
for the generous feeling ‘which has
prompted all classes to contribute to-
wards that hearty and affectionate wel-
come which we have everywhere met
with. This has been so strikingly shown,
not only in the demeanor of the crowds
and the general manifestations of re-
joicing with which we haye been greet- |
ed, but also by the trouble and in-
genuity displayed in the illuminations
and street decorations carried out with
such conspicuous taste and success by
private persons, as well as by the gov-
ernment and local authorities.

“We are greatly touched tofind in the
smallest and most remote places through
which we passed that great effort had
been made by the inhabitants to mani-
fest their kindly feelings towards us. I
recognize all this as a proof of the
strong personal loyalty to the throne, as
well as the deep devotion on the part
of the people of Canada to that unity
of the Empire which' the crown is the
symbol.

“We wish to record our most sincere
thanks to tbe . Dominion government
and the provinecial authorities, the muni-
cipal bodies and pnvate individuals for
their generous hospitality, their kind
forethought and the extreme care and
trouble they have bestowed upon all the
arrangements for the reception and ac-
commodations: of ourselves and our staff.
T feel that we are speciallygindebted to
Mr. Pope, by whom so much of the de-
tail was ably dealt with..

“Wherever we have n_the _ police
duties were admirably carried out, and
we wish to express our special obliga-
tion to the commissioner of the Domin-
ion police and other police officials for
the excellent manner in ‘which they have
discharged the important responsibilities
devolving upon them. 4

“Short as unfortunately our stay in
Western Canada had to be, it was suffi-
cient for us to understand something of
its boundless possibilities and the scope
which it affords to those who, with a
spirit of enterprise, determination and
willingness to work, desire to seek a
wider, less crowded nnd richer field than
that offered by the congested industries
and professions of the Mother Country.
I .trust that these possﬂnlitxes may be
taken advantage of in the future, ana
that suitable emigrants from the Mother |
Country will’ come in larger numbers.

“At Calgary we witnessed a large and
representative gathering of Indians. Then
and on other occasions addresses. 'were
presented fromn different tribes. I was
glad to hear of the progress they have
made and the contentment in which they
live under the arrangements made for
their benefit by the Dominion govern-
ment.

“One of the most impoftant features
of our visit was the enormous distance
traversed by rail, and we feel a difficulty
in adequately thankmg ‘the Dominion
government for all that was organized
and most efficiently carried out for rail-
way journeys. The train, built special-
ly for the occasion by the C. P. R., was
a marvel of convenience and cmnfort
and nothing seemed to have been forgot-
ten which might tend to ce the
fatigue ~inseparable from such a long
journey. Special facilities were afford-
ed to enable us to see .the most striking
points of interest in the vast regions of
magnificent scenery through which we
pfmsed while we received every possible
attention and consideration from the of-
ficials and servants of the eompany.

“To the authorities of the Grand
Trunk and  Intercolonial railways also
are our special thanks due for all the
trouble and consideration which they de-
voted to providing fors the part of our
journey which lay over their lines, and
for the efficiency and with wlu
all the services were : yrmed. -

“We hope that the puﬂic did not nut-
fer on aceount of the speeial a -
ments we made for our traveling, wﬁieﬂ
perhaps, necessitated some mte’ctemnce
with the general traffie.

The Evidence In the Pete-Burns
Assault Case—Accused En-
larged on Bail.

The hearing of the charge against
Michael Pete for felonious assault upou
Heien Burns, alias Nellie Murray, was
fixed for 10.30 a. m. yesterday at the
city police court, but the woman not
uppeanng an adjournment was.taken till
3 o’clock p: m. At the ufternoon sitting
Helen Burns again failed to appear,
and it being reported to'Magistrate Hall
that the chances were against her doing
50 unless compelled, Superintendent Hus-
sey .made the necessary attidavit, and
a btench wmrant was issued for her ar-
res

Mr. Fn.rqnhar Macrae appeared for
the prisoner, and urged that the charge
against him be dismissed, as there was
reason to believe that the woman had
no intention of appearing as a witness
against him.  The court, however, took
a different view of the matter, holding
that a serious offence appeared to have
been committed, and that it might be
defeating the ends of Jjustice to allow 1t
to go by default,

After considerable discussion, in which
the court, Mr. Macrae and Superinten-
dent Hussey took part, the latter de-
cided to proceed with the examination
of the available witnesses, as he be-
lieved their evidence ' would mruish a
prima facie case against the accused,
even .without the tesumony of the in-
jured woman. ¢ ‘

C.P. N. Liner Wlﬁ Be Hauled Out
on Esquimalt Marine
Ways.

Senator to Make Another Start—
Willapa In From West
~ Coast.

 The damaged C. P. R:.steamer Hating
arrived at Esquimalt yesterday morning for
repairs, and she will be haunled out on the
Bsquimalt Marine ways as soon as the
steamer Amur is placed in the water, and
the Amur will probably be launched today.
It was at first intended to have the steam-
er hauled out at Vancouver, but on Sun-
doay the C. P,  N. company changed their
plans and ‘sent the steamer here. The
st2amer Trader had already left for Vic-
torla with the two large centrifugal pumps
of Diver McHardy, when it was decided to
send the steamer here, and Harbormaster
McLeod refused to allow the steamer to
proceed to Victorfa without these pumps
being placed on hoard as a matter of pre-

cautlon, ‘ with the smal!er pumps already
on the Hating. When the Trader arrived
here with the pumps they were transferred
to the steamer Maud and taken right back
again, placed on the Hating and brought
back again on her. When it was stated
that the steamer would be hauled out at
Vancouver a number of well known ‘ocal
iron workers went to Vancouver by the
Charmer and arrived at noon only to find
that the steamer was getting ready to_pro-
ceed to Victoria. They remained an hour
at Vancouver and came back again. The
extent of the injuries to the vessel has
not yet been learned, but it is understood
that a number of frames have been bent,
several new plates are pecessary, and oth-
ers need straightening out. The contract
for the work of repairing her has not yet
been let.
Another wvessel which arrived yesterday
from ¥ancouver was the suzar ship Cru-
sader, which, after discharging at Vancou-
ver, has come her: en route to Portland,
from which port she has been chartercd to
carry a lumber cargo. She will probably
zo into the dry dock to be cleaned and
painted.. The Horda, which is in the dry
dock being repaired, is expected to leave
fhe dock about the end of this week, when
she will ' procead to Ladysmith to load
a coal cargo for San Francisco. The re-
pairs on the steamer Amur are about com-
nleted and she will in all prebakility leave
the ways today.

B.C. Stock Exchange vs. Irving
In Supreme Court, Judge=
ment Reserved.

Criminal Assizes Opens Today
Dlvorce ‘Granted In Wesley—
vs. Wesley..

The case of the British Columbia
Stock Exchange v. Capt. John Irving,
in which plaintiffs seek to recover $637,
alleged to have been expended by them
on account of defendant, was tried yes-
terday in the Supreme court before Mr.
Justice Drake, the parties having agreed
o dispense with a jury.

The action arose from a stock transac-
tion, defendant having useructed piain-
tiffs to sell a certain number of shares
of the Consolidated Tobacco company on

his account. Fluctuations'in the market
necessitated defendant’s putting up mar-
gins to protect his deal, and he -did so

to the extent of about $2 400. Finally he
declined to furnish any more money for
margins and plaintiffs allege that they
were compelled to purchase. the shares
and> deliver them, thereby 'losing $637,
the amount for which the action was
brought. The defence endeavored to
show that the transaction was of the
“bucket shop” order, that the plaintiffs
had never in the course of their busi-
ness actually delivered stock to buyer or
seller, and that it was void under the
English statute and illegal under the
criminal code.

After hearing the evidence and argu-
ments of counsel, His Lordship reserved
judgment, W. J. Taylor, K.C., appeared
for defendant, and J. M. Bradburn for
plaintiff.

CRIMINAL ASSIZES.

The ecriminal- assizes opén this fore-
noon at 11 o’clock before Mr. Justice
Drake. - After the swearing. of the
grand jury, it is expected that bills of
indictment will be submitted in Rex v.
Gill, for murder, and Rex v. Stevens,
for shooting with intent. These are the
only criminal cases for trial. Gill, it is
understood, will be defended by Mr. A.
L. Belyea, and Stevens by Mr. George
Powell.

DIVORCE GRANTED.

In the Supreme court yesterday Mr.
Justice Drake granted an absolute
divorce in the case of Wesley v. Wes-
ley., The parties are Indians from the
West Coast, and the case has been pend-
ing for several months.
