Accident on the Panhandle Road—Railway 
Men Badly Hurt—A Train Demolished.
Coshocton, Feb. 19.—At Trenton a few

The lecturer defined the 
term zymotic as preventible diseases, 
endemics or epidemics, zyme meaning a 
fermentation in the blood caused by micro­
scopic organisms called bactqria. In many 
instances it is difficult to determine the 
bacteria, but those which cause smallpox, 
cholera, etc., have been clearly determined. 
The results of extended experiments made . 
by Prof. Miquel of Paris, were given on the 
number and nature of bacteria in the air, 
which prove that their number depend 
upon the relations of heat and moisture, 
andfthe localities where found. Statistics 
were given showing 
number of deaths from such diseases in 
Paris was caused by the prevalence of bac­
teria in the air. Facts obtained from a 
close study of diseases reported to the 
)roviucial board of health last year show 
ihat in almost every case zymotic diseases 

are most prevalent in the more thicklyfptipu- 
latcd districts, and during the winter sea­
son. The records of the foundling hospitals 
in Ontario showed that where infants were 
crowded and not nursed by mothers the 
mortality per annum was 80 per cent., and 
where there was plenty of room and 
natural nursing the mortality was not mpre 
than 11. Many other instances were given 
of typhoid fever and diphtheria being 
caused byjimpure drinking water, and how 
greatly germs of all diseases were increased 
during winter in habitations where the air 
was not kept fresh and pure.
