Minisisr, M Barbagli, in order to send him to
Gaeta. %! is srated that the Guerazzi Ministry
opposed this measure for some time, and that the
Grand Dnke had great difficulty in succeedingin
his desite. O'd General Zucchi and Cardinal
Aumati, Legate of Bologna, have arrived at Na-
ples, whence ihey proceeded to Gheta. Great
raocasiness wés felt for the General, and, in fact,
ho imcurred considerable danger; 2n atompt
was mado to assassinate him, and he was obli-
ged to remain for some time strictly hid at
Spezia, whencoe he gained Naples. We have
here (at Naples) eightoen Cardinals, they edify
the whole eity by the d.gnity and noble simplicie
ty of -tbeir hves.

CIIRISTMAS DAY IN ST, PAUL'S

A number of lovely children
weating crowns, arranged sround tho steps of
the high altar, and the members of ths Christhin
Doctrine Confraternity, clad inhabiiments suited
to their order, formed an imposing circle within
the precincis of tho sanotusry. Ths entire of
the sacted edifico was crowded tooxcess. Afier
last mass the Yery Rov. Dr, Yore ascended the
palpit, and, in his usoal ardent and pathetis
stylo, deliverad an instruotivo sormon ¢n thn
gospel of the day. When tho sermon kad ter-
minated, a procession of tha Blessed Sacrament
tock place. Thoorder of this most imposing
and interesting ceremony was as follows r—

Firsr—Three membors of the confeaternity,
in scarlet soutansand surplices, wearing white
sattan acarfs, trimmed with gold lace and fringe
of the samo material, bearing tho cross.

Secoxn—Tha aculytes.

Tuizo~—Four members, two a breast, in sur-
plices, bearing wax tapers, and followed by four
Lnys, in the same order, holding white wands.

Foustn—A splendidly exocuted’ banner,
adomed with satin crimson hangings, ornaments
ed with exquisito gold border and bottom tassels
of tho same material, eariched with a gold bul«
lion fringe of an elegant description, surmounted
by a handsome Maltese cross, with full length
figures of St Peter and St Paul, finely executed
and richly coloure, borne by a member of the
confeaternity, o

Firru—Ncxt came a large number of the
wembers in surplices, two a-breast, “with boys
bearinp wax-l.zhts in the sane orZer as above.

SixTu—A second banner, ricb%y trimmed
with wkite saun drapery, ornamenfed with a
rich gold buzder and fringe as beforg, surmouat-
ed by 3 lighly finshed Msliese cross, with
figures represcnting the good shopherd and the
Virgin, finoly exccuted and coloured. Thaban-
ners were burno by two mombers | wearing
srarlet soutans and surplices, with crimson and
whito zatin bels, trimmed with gold Jace, fols
lowed by eight boys as train-bedrers.

Seventn—Twelve boys in scarlet soutans
and surplices, weanug crimson-velvet crowr~ of
anosel and variod description, nearly embe . :d
with gold tissue ; each boy having a cross sus-
pended on his breast, and holding a coloured
waxhpht and bouquet of flowers, ¢

Fignru —Twelve lovely children in surplices,
each two carrying 2 basket of flowers, which
they strewed beforo the canopy as the procession
advarced.

Nivtu~Two boys, arrayed in copes of
criuson and white salin, wesring crowns of
the same matenal, aud holding rods reprosonting
the rod of Jesse. .

TexTu—The canopy, a chaste and beautiful
picco of workmanship, the dome of rich crimson
velvet, surmounted by a fine gilt cross, snd
massite gilded framework in bold relief, fornish-
ed with white satin hangings of native mana-
{acture, trimmed with gold fringe and tassels of
exquisito finish ; the dome tastofully festooned
with flowers, and four gilt vases of anificials
attached to each angle of tho {raming, which
had 2 most plezsing effect, the canopy, borne
by four members in scarot sontans and surphces,
with nich satio scasfa, ¢dged with gold border
and fringe. Beneath ke canopy the remou-
strance, containing the consecratod host, was
borns by the Very Rev. Dr. Yore, clad in tho
robes of lus sacerdoal offico, and attended by
his clergy with incenso, who, with tho people,
mads their solemn prostratiors during the
processioh befote tho Holy of Holies, concealed
beacath dhe sacramental veils.

fout members, two abreast, with twelve boys
in surplices holding wax hights, and followed by
\wo youthful wand bearers. .
